RACE TO THE REFORMATION

The Protestant Reformation was a movement in Europe that began with Martin Luther's activities in 1517 and ended with the Peace of Westphalia in 1648.  The movement began as an attempt to reform the Catholic Church and led to the forming of different Christian religions.  Many western Christians were troubled with what they saw as false doctrines and malpractices within the Church, particularly involving the teaching and sale of indulgences. Another major contention was the practice of buying and selling church positions and the tremendous corruption found at the time within the Church's hierarchy.

Before the simulation begins, you will watch three brief video segments describing the background of the corrupt Catholic Church, Martin Luther and Reformation.  There will be a slight pause between sections to allow you to finish the question responses as they appear within the segments.

THE TRIAL OF MARTIN LUTHER

Charles V and Pope Leo X eventually called for the trial of Martin Luther for blasphemy (an act of cursing or denouncing God) and heresy (any belief or theory that strongly disagrees with established beliefs, customs, etc.)  Below are the opponents and supporters of Luther at his trial.
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OPPONENTS
SIR THOMAS MORE – Completely against the Reformation and King Henry VIII decision to form the Church of England, he became a lawyer and opponent during the trail of Martin Luther.  He was eventually executed by King Henry’s decree for treason.
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CHARLES V - As Holy Roman Emperor, he called Martin Luther to court in 1521, promising him safe conduct if he would appear. He initially dismissed Luther's idea of reformation as "An argument between monks". He later outlawed Luther and his followers in that same year.

SUPPORTERS
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DESIDERIUS ERASMUS – Known for being a moral philosopher, he sided with Luther as a supporter of changes but not full-fledged reform.  Even though Luther considered him a coward, Erasmus provided support for Luther’s campaign.
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KING HENRY VIII – King of England who wanted a divorce from the Aunt of Charles V, Catherine of Aragon.  The Catholic Church would not grant him a divorce, so he looked for ways to reform the faith in England.  He would then secede from Catholicism and form the Church of England.  He would eventually marry Anne Boleyn who introduced him to Luther’s teachings.  
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ANNE BOLEYN – She was known for influencing the King of England to review Martin Luther’s teachings searching for methods of absolving the marriage between the King and Queen Catherine.  Eventually, King Henry VIII will side with Luther and divorce the Queen to marry Anne.  
As you can tell, there is much drama between the historical figures above.  I mean…pay attention now…Charles V has an aunt (Queen Catherine) who’s husband (King Henry VIII) wants to divorce her because he has fallen in love with Anne Boleyn and Sir Thomas More disagrees with the whole thing and even though Erasmus sides with Luther partially he is considered cowardice and, well, the rest is history.  If you think this is a soap opera then you are on the same page as the rest of us.  With so much drama, how could a courtroom be an appropriate place to decide upon the fate of Europe?  Now, the above characters will meet where they can work out there differences more efficiently…
