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Ten Years of the 
Warrant Officers' and Adult Sergeants' Mess
October 3, 2006 – The Warrant Officers' and Adult Sergeants' Mess celebrated ten [10] years of existence in September with the Sergeant Major - Warrant Officer I, Trevor T A Alfred, on October 8th 2006, also celebrating 10 years of  being appointed the Corps Regiment Sergeant Major. 
The Saint Lucia Cadet Corps is a Para-Military youth organization for young men and women, sponsored by the Government of Saint Lucia, through the Ministry of Education, Human Resource Development, Youth and Sports. It is involved in both Para-Military and community activities.

WO Alfred joined the Cadet Corps in September, 1986 at the Leon Hess Comprehensive Secondary School Cadet Unit, Delta Company.  He moved steadily up the ranks and on October 8th 1987 was promoted from Warrant Officer II to Warrant Officer I appointed Saint Lucia Cadet Corps Sergeant Major.  WO Alfred has extensive training ranging from Star Three Level Training to Incident Command System [ICS] Training.
Alfred is also holds the rank of Special Constable within the Royal Saint Lucia Police Force.
There are two classes of Warrant Officers; they are Warrant Officers Class One and Two.  Each rank has a specific function at which they perform, but the main function of the Warrant Officer is training.  Unlike Commissioned Officers whose duty is to seek the welfare of those under his command, the Warrant Officer is an Instructor.

 A mess is the place where military personnel socialise, eat and (in some cases) live. In some societies this military usage has extended to other disciplined services eateries such as civilian fire fighting and police forces.  After the Caribbean Cadet Camp of 1995 held in Trinidad where messing was up to standard, Warrant Officer Class 2 Trevor Alfred had the responsibility to organize the Sergeants Mess in Saint Lucia. The Saint Lucia Cadet Corps, Warrant Officer’s and Adult Sergeants Mess began in September of 1996.  Before then the Mess was operating without any rules and guidelines. 

The Warrant Officers' Mess as well as that of the Commissioned Officers' Mess are both vertial realities as in the 77 years of its existence the Saint Lucia Cadet Corps has been homeless, that is lacking a permanent Headquarters.

The Draft Ten Year Strategic Plan for the Corps recgnises this and states as Strategic Goal Number 1: 

Achieve a permanent Headquarters and Camp Site.
