The first six tunes are marches which pay special tribute to Scotland’s National Bard, with of course, our own spirit and  “Brothers be for a’ that!”

The second set contains a collection of numbers the band plays regularly, as they are the central tunes of any going pipe & drum corps. Recently, the pipers have been able to “layer in” the playing of seconds in the melodies on some of these standards and, with the addition of Mr. Dickerson’s creative snare signatures, we believe these quicksteps have found new life.
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The Central Coast Pipes & Drums, established in 1999, is dedicated to the culture, preservation, and performance of Scottish pipe music. 

The group has maintained nearly weekly meetings for practice since its inception and continues to practice in a variety of locations including living rooms, a cement factory, and an array of (mostly) empty parking lots. Members live from as far north as Paso Robles, to as far south as Santa Ynez. The band currently meets Wednesday evenings in Arroyo Grande.

We encourage new musicians to join us. Bagpipe and drum lessons are available to interested players. While it’s not all “kilts and parades,” we emphasize fun and a devotion to The music. Please spread the word ( and Thank You for supporting your local pipe band!
