Rules

SLSA & QUSS Six-A-Side Cricket Tournament

Each team is drawn a unique letter at the start of the competition, this letter should be kept to find the draw of your teams games.

Round 1 (R1)

Matches are played according to the draw using the letter of your team. Points are worked out and carried on to the next round.  All teams advance to the next round.

Round 2 (R2)

Similar to R1, matches are played according to the draw.  Points are worked out and added on to the points from R1.  After R2 is completed, the 8 top teams with the highest accumulated points advance to QF.  If teams in the top 8 manage to end up with equal points after R2, team with more wins or highest run rate advance to the next round. 

Quarter Finals (QF) 

In the QF, team with the highest points (1) plays the teams with the lowest points (8) and so on (2 Vs 7), (3 Vs 6), (4 Vs 5).  Points are deleted after the draw is made.  4 QF matches will be played, winners will advance to SF.

Semi Finals (SF)

In the SF, the winner of QF1 match will play the winner of QF4 match and winner of QF2 match will play the winner of QF3 match.  The winners of these 2 games will advance to the final to play for the tournament.

Finals

The two winners from the SF matches will compete in the finals for the tournament.

Points Table for R1 and R2

Score:
Every 10 runs scored, 1 point is awarded to the scoring team.  The full 10 runs must be scored to gain 1 point.

Wickets:
Every wicket taken, 1 point is awarded.

Winning:
For the winning team of every game in R1 and R2, 10 points are awarded.  There are no points awarded for a loss.

Ties/Draws:
If in case, a game is drawn, 5 points are awarded to the two teams.

Each team has 6 players (minimum of 2 girls per team required).  A match consists of 12 overs, 6 overs per team.  All 6 overs must be bowled per team in R1 and R2, unless 'all out'.  An over consists of 6 legitimate bowls or 10 bowls maximum, which ever comes first.

Wides/No Balls: A wide/no ball bowled is 2 runs awarded to the batting team and is re bowled unless max bowls per over is reached.
