You have been promoted to magazine editor for your middle school.  However, you are going to school during ancient times.  Your magazine must be written as a current publication for that time.  You are not a historian.  

1. You need a colorful cover with titles of articles people will find inside the magazine.

2. Inside the front cover is a title sheet with your name, section, and date.

3. Next is the table of contents.

4. Your magazine includes at least 4 articles and 3 advertisements.  Extra Credit for one extra article.  Your magazine is written in 3rd person (no I, we, our, my, etc. unless it’s an interview).  Only one interview per magazine.
5. Articles are at least one page long, single-spaced, with normal margins.  They may include a small   ( 2” x 2”) picture.  The font may be no larger than 14.  Don’t double space between paragraphs.  No clip art please.
6. The articles are about something that would have happened to your civilization.

3. Sewing classes given by Betty Rubble, who invented the bone needle.
4. Hunting party leaving on Sunday for hunting trip.  Join us!  

5. Neanderthal Nights—a dining extravaganza for your whole family.  Some food will even be cooked!
8. Finally, include a works cited page.  Follow the guidelines of your English books or the internet. 

9. Any ancient civilization up to and including the Roman Empire is OK to use for your magazine.  Don’t mix time periods.  Example:  King Tut and Hatshepsut can’t be in the same magazine.  

10. You, the student editor, should do all work.  Ask parents for ideas or help in proofreading.  

11.  Do not plagiarize!!!!!! See me if you aren’t sure what this means.
