defender of Catholicism, inflation (too much gold & silver coming in) war debt,

Vesalius- human anatomy

Neewton- gravity, calculus

Galileo – telescope, moons of Jupiter

self-sufficient, wall, mill, church, well, fields, livestock

bailiffs collect taxes, appeals court, Estates-General represents all social classes

	4) Louis XIV of France

King at age 4, defender of Catholicism. Weakened nobles, lived lavish life in Versailles, patron of arts, war debt
	4) Galileo

persecuted by Church, called a heretic, faced inquisition, forced to recant, house arrest

	5) Church is center of people’s lives

church is source of comfort, salvation, community
	5) Bubonic Plague

“Black Death”, brought from Asia by trade, killed 1/3 of Europe’s population
	5) Catholic Reformation

“Counter Reformation”

Church makes reforms to win followers back, Council of Trent
	5) Triangular Trade & Columbian Exchange

 Europe, Africa & America

Movement of goods, animals, plants, diseases between Old & New World
	5) Parliament limits Monarchy of England

Petition of Right, Charles I beheaded, habeus corpus, Bill of RIghts
