Color and Motif Matching
Subject: Language arts/reading, Mathematics, Visual Arts, Social Studies
Grade Levels: 1st to 4th Grade

Duration: 1 to 2 hours

Objectives: 

· Students will match colors and motifs with the proper descriptions and definitions with other team members.

Materials: 
· 2 sets of cards (felt on back) labeled with important colors and motifs of Indian clothing

· 2 sets of cards (felt on back) that include definition of each color and motif

· 2 felt boards

· Construction paper

· Crayons

· Markers

· Pencils

Directions: 

1. As a class read the book Count your way Through India by: James Haskins.

2. Discuss the importance of colors and motifs in the Indian heritage. Ask several questions, such as: 

a. Why do you think colors are important?

b. What colors do you think are primarily used in clothing?

c. Ask students to identify images found in motifs.

d. What is a motif?

3. Break students off into two teams to play a matching game.

4. Each team of students are provided with a set of cards (color and definitions’) and a felt board.

5. Students are given approximately two minutes to correctly match each color and motif to its definition/description.

6. As an entire class go over the teams answers

7. After the game, have students draw and color their idea of an Indian woman’s sari.

8. Once they have completed their picture, have students present their art work to the class.

· Should inform the class why he/she chose the colors and design they included in the picture.
Adaptations: 

a. For Kindergarten through first grade, you can include a picture of a women dressed in a sari

b. For the matching game, the teacher can make the traditional form of the game but I suggest to make it harder 

· Make designs with the colors so the students are not only matching the colors with the same color but need to find the match with the same design and color.

Evaluation: 

3 points: Students are highly engaged/interested in class discussions and team work activity. Presented a complete and detailed picture.
2 points: Students are somewhat engaged in discussions and team work activity. Presented and completed a simplistic portrait.
1 point: Students are not fully engaged in discussions and activity, are easily distracted. Did not present a complete portrait.
