LEADER’S GUIDE
During the Klondike Gold Rush of 1897 – 1898, prospectors raced across Canada’s Yukon Territory in search of gold. These hardy adventurers carried all of their supplies on sleds pulled by dogs (if they were lucky) or more often by themselves. The Klondike Derby recreates the excitement and strenuous activity of those gold rush days. In this trail event, Scouts will form “Dog Teams” and pull their own homemade sleds along a set course. At various cities along the course they will stop to earn “gold nuggets” by solving problems through teamwork while using their Scouting skills.

The Klondike Derby returns to Isle of Wight for a one day event this year. This event will need your prior preparation to build a Patrol Sled and to properly pack it with the required supplies. Each participating Patrol should brush up on their Scouting skills, physical conditioning, and plan for a wonderful time.

REGISTRATION INFORMATION

Each Troop should register the number of sleds (teams) that they wish to enter. Each unit may have as many teams as they wish, but they must be pre-registered. The attached form needs to be returned to the SUFFOLK SCOUT OFFICE BY JANUARY 15, 2003. It is  critical that the correct number of teams be registered so the course can be appropriately designed.

“SLED TEAMS”

Each “sled team” is to be made up of a Patrol of Scouts. There should be between five and eight scouts per team. Natural Patrol within each unit should be combined to reach this number as many events will be extremely difficult with fewer than 5 Scouts and lose effectiveness with greater than 8. Each sled team should select a Patrol Leader which will lead them throughout all activities along the course.

SLEDS

Sleds must be at leas 6 feet long and at least 11/2 feet wide. There is no weight specification, however, it must be sturdy enough to endure the trail and must be able to carry all of the necessary equipment and supplies. That Patrol name and Troop number must be clearly displayed. As a reminder, this is to be a sled – No wheels are allowed, A basic sled design is enclosed.

SLED EQUIPMENT MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

· Trail lunch for sled team member

· Drinking water for each Patrol member

· Rain gear for each Patrol member

· Pencil and paper

· 1 blanket

· length of rope (1.4 inch diameter)

· Compass

· First Aid Kit

· 100 feet of twine or string

· Sheet of plastic approximately 8’ X 8’

· Frying pan and spatula

· Enough tinder and firewood to cook a pancake

· Bag to hold nuggets

MEALS

All meals are the responsibly of the unit (except Saturday’s lunch for staff members). Each sled team will be eating their lunch on the trail. The staff will have lunch provided on Saturday and meet in the designated dining area. (Staff includes those adult leaders from each unit that oversees trail events.)
Saturday’s lunch break will be taken from 12:30-1:30 p.m. During this time, all sleds should remain stationary and all trail sites closed and secure. The Staff shall be served lunch at the field kitchen.

SCORING

Sled teams will be awarded “gold nuggets” for competing in events along the Klondike Trail. “Nuggets” will be the numerical score received at the events encountered along the trail. These events will utilize a variety of scouting skills including camping, cooking, pioneering, first aid, hiking, and various problem-solving techniques using the Patrol method. At the end of the trail, the sled will be judged as to its durability to survive the trail. Each event will have a maximum of 10 nugget points awarded with points deducted (as determined by those overseeing each event). A sampling of event titles is listed with this guide. The trail event titles and score sheets will be given out during check-in on Saturday.

DIRECTIONS TO NIKE PARK, CVARROLLTON VA.

Going North on Routes 10/32/258

Pass Benn’s Church, St. Luke’s Church, The Mobile Home Park, and Smithfield Plaza Shopping Center (w/Farm Fresh in it). As you head into Smithfield,  Route 10/32/258 splits. The left fork is referred to as “the bypass”. The right fork is 10/258 Business (South Church Street). Take the right fork onto South Church Street.

Go approximately .8 miles (past McDonald’s Hardees, Keens, Tastee Freeze, a funeral home) to the first light. Take a right onto Battery Park Road (Rt. 704).

Go approximately 1.3 mles (past the stockyard on your right and Lenz Construction on your left) take a right onto Nike Park Road Rt, 669).
Go approximately 1.7 miles (cross the creek, Nike Park is on your right.
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PLANS FOR SLED

Approximate Dimensions: HEIGHT = 40 inches, LENGTH = 6 feet, WIDTH = 18 inches.
· Paint your sled bright colors -- varnish the bottom of the runners -- then wax before use!

· You can add a canvas snow curtain to keep equipment dry. Lace the sides with nylon rope to keep equipment from falling off the sled.

· Use screws instead of nails and pre-drill pilot holes to prevent splitting. Use glue in addition to screws.

· An old set of downhill skis or pvc pipe works well as runners. Make your sled strong, but light!

· Mount a pole on your sled to fly your patrol flag!
Use hardwoods such as maple, oak or ash to make your sled. Pine is too soft!

· 2 pcs. 4" x 1/2" x 6'6" - for Runners (use skis!!) 

· 6 pcs. 1" x 1" x 18" - Cross Supports 

· 8 pcs. 1" x 2" x 6" - Upright Supports 

· 4 pcs. 1/2" x 4" x 5' - Floor Cover 

· 2 pcs. 1" x 2" x 12" - Front Upright 

· 2 pcs. 1" x 2" x 26" - 2nd Upright 

· 2 pcs. 1" x 2" x 38" - 3rd Upright 

· 2 pcs. 1" x 2" x 40" - Rear Upright 

· 2 pcs. 1/2" x 2" x 6' - Hand Rail - sand smooth! 

· 1 pc. 1/2" x 2" x 30" - Front Curved Snow/Ankle Guard 

· 1 pc. 2" x 2" x 18" - Tow Bar 

· Rope for Towing Bridle - 1/2" Dia. minimum 

· Wood Screws 

· Wood Glue 

· Paint & Varnish
