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1. The main idea is how the Greek theater was set up. Greek Theater was shown in great outside coliseums that held millions of people and had a lot of areas to name. The author says that the theaters grew grander through time and that it was an amazing site. Through time theater grew more grand and bigger, but structure was still the same. There were the orchestra (Orchesina--literally, "dancing space") was. It was right were the chorus and Singer or actor and maybe instruments preformed and the show was acted there. The theatron (literally, "viewing-place") is everybody who was going to watch sat. It usually was on a mountain over looking the theater. The skene (scene--literally, "tent") were was the building directly behind the stage. This were the actors exited and entered the stage. Parodos: The parodoi (literally, "passageways") are the paths by which the chorus and some actors (such as those representing messengers or people returning from abroad) made their entrances and exits. The audience also used them to enter and exit the theater before and after the performance. Today we have skenes were the actors enter and exit. We also have singers in Opera and stuff. In movie theater the seating usually placed on a slope. 3. The main idea is the chorus was used for many different things .The author says there were 12 members and 3 later picked. The 15 members of the chorus were entering the orchestra in rows (usually face=3, depth=5), which means that although in old dithyrambous  (old theater) the chorus was making a circle; in ancient theater the chorus was making squares.  The chorus was entering from the two "parodos". For the tragedy the chorus was very solemn and it was called "emmelia". In comedies it was funny and it was called "codrax", when in satyric drama it was scoptic and it was called "sicinnis". The chorus was really important because it put the feeling into the play. Today we sometimes have chorus, but we have advanced into putting music into are paly with an occasional Chorus. If it wasn’t for the chorus wouldn’t have music in are media today.
