Amnesty For Classic Cars, Kit Cars & Hot Rods
Titled Incorrectly

It is estimated by the California Attorney General that 70000 kit cars, customs and street rods may be erroneously titled or registered or under-reported in initial valuation. The strong possibility of prosecution of the owners of illegally titled specially constructed vehicles has been around for about 5 years. See more information on this at www.smogrfg.com . AB619 (2007-2008) Legislative Session provides amnesty for those applying for the program. The provisions of the bill will become active from July 1, 2009 to December 31, 2010. During this time a vehicle owner that applies for amnesty will be required to go through the smog check program and install smog equipment on the vehicle that matches the calendar year in which they apply. These vehicle owners will not be eligible for the SB42 biennial smog exemption. The legislation is repealed effective January 1, 2011. Beginning January 1, 2011 there is a very real possibility of prosecution of Specially Constructed Vehicle Owners that do not comply with the Amnesty Program. 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Remote Sensing and the Biennial Smog Exemption

A misconception exists in the classic car community that 66-75 vehicles are exempt from having smog equipment. Such is not the case. Section 44011 of the California Health and Safety Code exempts 1966-1975 vehicles from the Biennial Smog Test however section 27156 of the California Vehicle Code requires that all original emissions equipment be on the vehicle at all times. No vehicle including 1966-1975 vehicles is exempt from Remote Sensing. If California decides to implement mandatory call in when your vehicle is identified by Remote Sensing as a high emitter you could end up putting all your original smog equipment on (if you can find it). Look for an attempt to revoke SB42 next year. If you are pulled over by a peace officer and cited for a tampered emission system you could be forced to put all your smog equipment back on the vehicle. Look for this discussion in 2010.
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
