BOWLING ETIQUETTE
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1.
Learn and abide by the rules of bowling.


    A.  Visit http://www.bowl.com for a complete and up to date rulebook. 

2.
Observe and stay behind the foul lines at all times.



A.  Do not deliberately step on or over foul lines.



B.  Verify that scores are recorded accurately by the scoring system.  Have an adult leader verify the change to


be made before the change is made.  No bowlers are to make any score corrections without permission first.

3.
Be ready to bowl when it is your turn.



A.  Youth league bowlers are not to play games while they are league bowling.



B.  Youth league members are not to visit the snack bar while bowling in competition. They may, however,


make trips during practice. When in competition, bowlers should ask parents or another adult to go to the


snack bar for them.



C.   No horse playing is allowed whatsoever.  

4.
Let bowlers on the right go first.  Stay out of their field of vision.



A.  Bowlers who are throwing at a spare have the right of way, regardless of who reaches the approach first or if

      they are to your left or right.

5.
Leave the approach once your ball hits the pins.  Wait in the pit area for your ball to return after your delivery is

      completed.

A. Take your time to set up and aim your shot, but don’t take an excessive amount of time to do so.  Remember, other people are waiting to bowl.

B.   When not bowling be seated, & if you want to stand move onto or behind the carpeted area, but make sure
you are ready to bowl when it is your turn. The reason for is so the coaches can tell who is up bowling &
not to distract the bowler that is up.

6.
Do not bother other bowlers as they prepare to roll.



A.  Do not call out the bowler’s name while they are on the approach.



B.  Do not walk out on the approach to help someone. If the bowler asks for assistance, help him/her, but don’t


go any further than the ball returns.



C.  Do not use the equipment of other bowlers without permission.

7.
Do not use body movements that distract other bowlers.  Keep “victory dances” to a minimum and confined to your

lane/approach area.

8.
Keep all food, candy, and drinks out of the pit area and off the approach.  This is a policy of BOLAND LANES.

9.
Make sure rental shoes and bowling balls are returned to their proper places.

A. Do not abuse the equipment of others and especially not that of Boland Lanes. 

10.
NO PROFANITY.  This applies to bowlers AND adults (including parents) that are affiliated with the league.


YABA rule states that no profanity shall be used in the area that youth bowlers are competing in.



A.  YABA bowlers are not to wear any type of clothing that depicts foul language and/or gestures. (swearing,
             giving someone the finger, etc.)

11.
Control your emotions and temper.  Stay calm and you will bowl better.

12.
Try hard for yourself and your other teammates.

13.
Be gracious both in victory and in defeat.  Do not tease or mock other bowlers because they are bowling better or             worse than you.

14.
Respect teammates and opponents regardless of their bowling ability.  No one is perfect.

15.
Be courteous and mannerly to teammates, opponents, coaches, instructors, league officials, ALL parents, and especially to the BOLAND LANES personnel.


Important Rules as Per YABA Rules

(Rules are from the 2002-2004 Family Rulebook)

Rule 406, Article D; Points 1-4


Rule 406:  Any YABA or non-YABA member applying for YABA membership violating the provisions of this rule shall be
liable for suspension or denial of YABA membership privileges:


Article D: Conduct derogatory to the best interest of youth bowling, including BUT NOT LIMITED TO, the following while competing in league or tournament play.  Penalty for infractions is at the discretion of the league and/or tournament official;




1.  Playing coin-operated amusement devices.




2.  Using tobacco products or alcoholic beverages.




3.  Using foul language or gestures.




4.  Wearing clothing depicting foul language or gestures.

Use of tobacco products in the area where YABA athletes are competing is prohibited.

Miscellaneous Information
No Hats shall be worn during league play.

No gum chewing is allowed.  If it is accidentally dropped from your mouth, it could ruin the approach and bowling shoes.  If it becomes stuck to bowling shoes you could fall.

PARENTS--

The designated smoking areas during youth bowling sessions are:  at the snack bar, in the game room, outside, or at the end of the building opposite from the bowlers.  Alcoholic beverages will not be sold or consumed anywhere inside the center during youth league sessions.
