Fundraising Guidelines

There has been several comments about how it is not fair to a bowler/parent that goes out & sells $50, $60, or $100 on a fund raiser to get the same benefit as a bowler/parent that only sells $10 or for a bowler/parent to comes out & works 5 hours at a yard sale & another only work one hour. So the following guidelines will be used in regard to monies earned at fund raisers & how it will be divided between the bowlers. Each bowler will have an account sat up for them. Anytime a bowler/parent takes part in a fund raiser the value of what  the bowler/ parent raises will be credit to that account (these accounts will be for tracking purposes only, no money actually be put in them), less their share of the cost of the item being sold (if there is a cost). Bowler’s accounts will roll over from year to year as long as the bowler stays in the league. Any money left in the bowler’s accounts if they quit will roll over to the awards/banquet fund. The money must be used for tournament entry fees & for hotel or rolled over to the award/banquet fund. In regard to hotel fees a limit of $40 per bowler per night will be paid. That will be $20 for the bowler & $20 for 1 parent. The bowler & the parent will have to pay the difference if they have the room to themselves or if they invite anyone else along or you can share a room with another bowler & parent so no one has to pay anything (any variance from this can be made by league officers). If rooms are booked by a league official the bowler/parent must pay the difference before the tournament date. If you book your own room the bowler/parent must pay for it then present the paid receipt for the $40 reimbursement.

The bowler & parent (or any other persons helping the bowler) counts as 1 seller.  So if the parents want to do all the selling for the bowler that is fine or the whole family can work to help the bowler but it still counts as 1 seller. What counts is the bowler. If there is more than 1 bowler per family each bowler counts as 1 so each will have to pay for cost of item.  Bowlers/parents do not have to take part in any fund raisers, but if you do not take part you will not get anything credited to your account. And with no money in your account you will have to pay your own entry fees & hotel fees for any tournaments you want to bowl in.

The following is how the cost of the item will be paid (unless the item is donated or paid for some other way) & how money raised will the handled.

Sales of candy, pizza kits, candles, & etc. Any thing over the cost of the item will go into their account. Example if candy cost $1 per bar and they are sold for $2 per bar the bowler will get half of their sales credited to their account and half goes to pay for the candy. Pizza kits bowler will get $5 credit for every item they sell.

If a raffle is held take the cost of the raffle item divide it by the number of bowlers selling tickets that amount is what the bowler needs to sell first to pay for raffle item.  Example say raffle is a TV that cost $190 and there are 15 bowlers/parents selling tickets, 190 divided by 15 is 12.66 so each bowler will have to sell at least $13 worth of tickets to pay for the TV then anything over $13 goes into an account each bowler.

Yard Sales, Bake Sales, or Car washes- Some one will have to keep a time record of how many bowler/parent worked the first hour, how many worked the 2nd hour and so on.. Take the total amount made at the yard sale and divide it by the number of hours the yard sale ran. This will be the hourly rate. Then divide the per hour rate for the yard sale by the number of bowlers/parents worked the first hour, then by the second hour and so on. Example: the total made on the yard sale is $275 and it ran for 5 hours. $275 divided by 5 = $55. Say the first hour 4 bowlers and/or parents worked (bowler and/or parent counts as 1). Divide $55 by 4 = $13.75. Then in the second hour 6 are working so the $55 would have to be divided by 6.  But then in the next 3 hours only 3 worked the $55 would be divided by 3 for the next 3 hours. Using the above example a bowler/parent that worked all 5 hours would get about $77 in their account. If a bowler works less than an hour then the rate will be adjusted.

Tournaments-any bowler that stays and helps with the tournament will be eligible to receive credits to their account. This means staying to help set up and to clean up afterwards.
