SATURDAY MORNING YOUTH LEAGUE

LEAGUE RULES & BYLAWS FOR SEASON OF 2008-2009

Saturday Morning Youth League (also known as SMYL) will be a handicap league & will be made up of teams with a playing strength of ​​_4  _ bowlers per team. The league will bowl on Saturday mornings for 32 weeks starting AUGUST 23, 2008 & will bowl 3 games at each league session. All scheduled session’s start promptly at 10:00 A.M. with 15 minutes of practice. All Participants in the league must be certified with the USBC. Certification fees are $12.00 per year, $9.50 goes to Nations Headquarters & $2.25 goes to local association and $.25 goes to the state association. Membership in the league is open to males & females from age 5 (or younger if they don’t use bumpers) to age 21 as of August 1st of the current bowling season.  Anyone under suspension by a responsible league official and/or USBC is ineligible to participate in the league

Each league member will pay $7.00 at each session that they attend. $5.50 is for lineage & $1.50 is for the prize fund. If you are unable to attend, but pre-bowl or post-bowl, the $7.00 is still due at your next regular session. If you are unable to attend & do not make your game up in any way the $1.50 is due for the banquet/trophy fund at the next regular session. Any bowler that gets behind in bowling fees by more than 4 weeks (unless the secretary/treasurer is notified) will not be allowed to bowl (this includes pre/post bowling also). Any missed bowling because of falling behind in paying will be considered an absent bowl and the prize fund will still have to be paid. Any money that is owed at the end of the year and is not paid will have to be paid before the bowler can join the following year.

The minimum number of bowlers for a legal lineup shall consist of 1 (one) eligible bowler (pre or post bowled scores are counted as present & bowling), & must be from the team’s current roster. Vacancies shall count toward total score but not as part of a legal lineup. A vacancies score shall be the average of the lowest average bowler on the opposing team’s roster (unless each team has a vacancy then the vacant score is 125 is to be used). If two vacancy scores are required, the average of the next-to-the-lowest bowler on the opposing team’s roster shall be used for the second vacancy score. Such averages shall be the basis for handicap. The bowler present, whose average is used, receives the scores they actually bowl, plus handicap; & the vacancy receives their average, plus handicap. An absentee score shall be the bowler’s average less 10 pins. When bowling a BYE the team must bowl within 40 pins of the team’s average to win the points. Starting at week #17 & anytime thereafter the teams can be regrouped. What will be done is that teams that have had a bowler or bowlers to quit will be reformed so that there are 4 bowlers per team when ever possible. As long as you have 4 on your team you will not be changed.

Handicap will be  100% of the difference between a bowler’s average & a scratch figure of 200 & shall not be limited. Handicap shall be based on the first 3 games bowled of the season. Thereafter, handicap will be figured on the current average. The team handicap shall be the total of the individual’s handicap on said team.

The league will not bowl the following Saturdays, Nov. 29, 2008 (Thanksgiving), Dec. 27, 2008 (Christmas), April 11, 2009 (Easter), Mar. 28, 2009 (State Tournament), & any other tournament dates where we bowl on Saturdays (will try to give a 2 week notice if not bowling because of tournaments). Dates can be changed by a vote of league members present at any time it is deemed necessary. 
Total points determine the team standings for the year. With 2 points awarded to the winner of each team game & 2 points awarded for the winner of the team series.

Individuals will be divided into 4 divisions. Girls with average up to 100, boys with average up to 100, girls with averages from 101-300, and boys with averages from 101-300.

The league will award team prizes for league champions (3 places) and for high scratch game & series (1st place only) & high handicap game & series (3 places). There will be individual awards for high scratch game & series (1st place only) & high handicap game & series (3 places) & most improved, & high average for girls & boys in each division. Also the bowler (girl & boy in each division) with the highest average at the end of the season will get a gift certificate (amount to be determined) toward the purchase of bowling equipment. The most improved average is determined by comparing the bowler’s average at 3 games & the average at the end of the season.

Team & individual handicap scores will be counted towards league prizes beginning with scores bowled in week 1.  If a team or individual qualifies for more than one season award they may receive all prizes (awards subject to change by USBC). If at the end of the season a team or individual is involved in a tie they shall receive duplicate awards & will occupy the same place in the standings. Example: If a tie is for 1st & 2nd place the 2 teams or individual will occupy 1st & the next eligible team or individual will be in 2nd place. Or the teams or individuals involved in the tie may choose a roll off. (Requirements for roll off will need to be determined). USBC awards start after bowling 12 games.

Bowler’s league average will be established in the first 3 games bowled. A beginning (first year) bowler using a 2-hand delivery will establish an average with 2-hands. When the bowler changes to a 1-hand delivery, they must establish an average using that hand. Bowlers must always bowl with the hand that they have set their average with. If something happens to the bowler’s bowling hand and they need to use the other hand they will have to set a new average with that hand.

At the end of the season, a bowler must have completed 2/3 (64 games) of the scheduled games (96) & have all money (for any sessions bowled or the prize fund money for any sessions not bowled) paid by the last day of bowling to be eligible for a league award. Anyone wanting to join the league after the season’s 12th week, can join and will be eligible for USBC awards and team league awards, but not for individual awards. Provided all monies have been paid. The final week of bowling and any monies that is owed to the league must be paid by the next to the last session.

Any bowler that misses more that 4 weeks in a row will be considered quit unless the secretary/treasurer or other officer is notified as to the reason the weeks are missed, prize fund will have to be paid for any weeks missed.    

Pre-bowled & post-bowled games do qualify for league & associations awards. Pre-bowled games can be done anytime prior to the game that will be missed, but post-bowled games must be made up by the Friday before the next regular session. Pre or Post bowl games will not count for USBC HONOR AWARDS. (this could be changed by USBC). Also see next page for House rules about pre/post bowling.  You should notify the secretary/treasurer, make sure that an employee of Boland Lanes prints off your scores, & signs the sheet, the bowler should also sign the print off, then places it on the SMYL clipboard. You can either leave the payment in an envelope attached to the printout of your scores or pay at the next regular session. The only exception to post bowling is that you cannot post bowl the last session of the season. You must pre-bowl if you are going to miss the last session.
Any bowler who arrives after completion of the 3rd frame, can begin play at that point & his/her score will consist of the total pins knocked down during the frames bowled plus one-tenth of his/her absentee score for each of the frames missed or they can wait till the start of the next game to start then make up the missed game immediately after the 3rd game is finished. The foul line will be observed during league play. USBC or league awards will not be awarded if the automatic foul detection device or human foul judge is not used.

ALL LEAGUE BOWLERS

RE PRE/POST BOWLING


League bowler may pre or post bow any day of the week during regular business hours according to the following provisions:

1. Bowlers who are bowling on a set of lanes that will be used for a league that evening must be finished no later than thirty (30) minutes prior to the start of the league. Normal starting time for all leagues is 6:15 P.M.

2. Pre or Post bowling will be allowed during league sessions, provided that there are lanes available and no one else is waiting to bowl. This includes other pre/post bowlers and open bowlers who are bowling or are waiting to bowl.

3. Any bowlers pre or post bowling during a league session must be finished no later than thirty (30) minutes after the league session has finished.

4. If bowling on a Friday or Saturday afternoon, bowlers must be finished no later than 6:30 p.m.  Also if bowling on a Saturday bowlers may be asked to wait for a pair of lanes if we have a large number of parties booked.

5. For best accommodation please check in advance to see if any lanes will be available for your use. Calling in advance does not guarantee lanes will be available but we will try to hold lanes for you if possible.

6. No special accommodations will be made. This includes lane conditions and opening at a time other than normal business hours. Pre and Post bowling will be done on a “First Come, First Serve; As is” basis.

PARTY DATES

Parties are for the bowlers. Bowlers are not required to stay for the parties, but if they do stay they are asked to do 1 of 2 things unless some other announcement is made:

1. You can bring something to the party. Such as chips and dip, cookies, candy, drinks, 


cups & plates to match the theme, cupcakes, etc.

2. Donate $5 to help buy the pizza, chicken strips or other entrée we bring in.

So if you want your bowler to take part in the parties please do one of the above-mentioned items. If you don’t help by doing one or the other, you may be asked not to stay.

The reasons for this is because it is not fair that the same few bowler/parents always bring something and some never bring anything but they stay and take part just like the ones that brought everything. So if you plan to take part in the parties please do something.

Parents and family members are welcome to stay and take part, but as stated above this is for the bowlers, so please let all bowlers go thru the line first. Then parents or other family members or friends can go thru. But if the league ever has an invited guest they will be the first thru the line.

Lane Courtesy or Bowling Etiquette 

1. Watch your lane courtesy. Such as


One to the right goes first.


Do not stand on approach waiting for ball to return or for the rack to reset.

Wait till the person next to you throws their ball before you prepare for your shot.

2. No standing in pit.

3. No horseplay. This is also a house rule.

4. No drinks or food in the pit (the area that is not carpeted). And on the carpeted area all 
cups must have lids on them.

5. No going to snack bar or rambling around, so you will be ready to bowl when it is your 
turn. If you are not in your area and ready to
bowl when it is your turn you could 
have zero put in for your score. Get items from snack bar before bowling and put 
CDs on counter before bowling starts.

6. No playing of any games during league session. This means the ones in the center or any you bring into the center. No electronic devices of any kind are to be played or played with during bowling (this includes cell phones also).

7. Do not change scores without notifying an adult first. And don’t change scores unless you
know how to use the scorers. And do not play or lean on the scorers.

8. Call me if you pre or post bowl.

9. Put up balls and shoes when finished. And if when you are finish bowling in league play
and you are going to stay at the center for a while move your equipment away from 
the lanes so other can use the lane.

10. Don’t be critical of others.

11. Let someone know if you get a hambones, turkeys, 4 baggers, or more strikes in a row, 
also let someone know if you get a clean game, dutch double 200 or any other 
special score.

12. When you are finished bowling make sure you move you stuff away from the lanes

           unless you are going to bowl on the same lanes after league is over. And keep you 

           belongings out of the middle of the floor.
