WHY WE DO FUNDRAISERS

Why we do fundraisers is to try and help out with the expenses of going to tournaments. When you consider that we do between 5-8 tournaments a year, that the entry fee to a tournament is any where from $10 to $30, and that about 2 of these tournaments will require an overnight stay, it could get kind of expensive. 

So the fundraisers are offered to help defray the cost of going to tournaments. Because we want as many of our bowlers going to tournaments as possible and because we know that money is sometimes a problem, we offer these fundraisers as a way to help. But if you don’t get out there and work hard at these fundraisers the cost will have to come out of your or your parent’s pockets. 

Another thing if you are a bowler that gets out there and really works hard to help raise money and another bowler does very little or nothing, it’s not fair that they should get the same benefit from the fundraiser. So next year there will be guideline set up as to how each bowler will benefit from fundraisers. It will be based on how much they sell or how long they work on a fundraiser.

If a bowler/parent (and I say parent because we all know that it is the parent that does most of the selling/work) just puts a little effort into the fundraisers you could earn enough to pay for every tournament we go to. But you have got to get out there and work it.
