Sir,

It is submitted that vide BSNL HQ orders at Ref1. three junior SDE(Civil) were shifted out of Punjab circle due to wrong intimation regarding circle tenure given by your office.  When it was pointed out by the members of our association, again some intimation regarding stay particular of SDE(C) in Punjab circle was sent to BSNL HQ by your office and the BSNL HQ again issued the transfer orders of two seniors SDE(C) out of Punjab vide order at Ref2. The total no. of SDE(C) transferred out of circle as per orders at Ref1 and Ref2 becomes 5 which is more than the prescribed limit of 10% of the sanctioned strength of the SDE’ in Punjab circle and against the spirit of transfer posting policy.
Now it is regretted to say that the members of our association are being victimized by relieving the juniors with less circle tenure and the seniors are being detained  and no substitute has been posted to relieve these SDE’s which clearly shows that the pick and choose policy is being followed in your office orders at Ref.3. This practice is strictly against the transfer posting policy and interest of the BSNL and this association is fully aware to protect the legitimate rights of our members.
Hence keeping in view the above said hard facts it is submitted that the SDE’s transferred to hard tenures should be relieved as per their stay particulars in the circle tenure so that the BSNL’s transfer posting policy is followed transparently to avoid the victimization of the juniors.
