What can you do ?

Don't buy ivory. If there was no market for it, the poachers would have no incentive to kill

elephants.

For just £2 a month you can adopt an elephant of your choice. Many charities run adoption schemes. It is a good way to support conservation work.

Go on an elephant trek - but check the company's credentials first. Responsible tourism can help to save some of the world's most endangered species by promoting the conservation of wildlife and important habitats and providing a source of income for local communities.
