     I'm going including on this website a test I made for myself (along with the answers) that I used when studying for my Solaris SysAdmin Exam I.  I made an 86 on the exam (which requires a minimum of 75), so something must have worked.  I have Solaris experience, plus I used the Intel version of Solaris 7 on my home computer to study with and the book titled "Solaris 7 System Administrator" put out by ExamCram (I think you can get the book from www.unixcert.net, and I know you can get it from amazon.com).  This is a great study guide and it has a section for Solaris Exam 1 and Exam 2!  Also, I didn't take my 200 question test until I finished the study guide book, then I used my 200 question test as a guide to how well I know the subject matter...took it the day before I took the REAL exam.  





     I make no claims that my test and answers are 100% correct, I made the test questions up as I studied and could have made mistakes.  These are free, so ya can't complain.  I also HIGHLY recommend you study the printing commands, their use & format, and all of the arguments utilized with these commands!  





     I also made some Cram Sheets that I'll include.  I took these Cram Sheets and printed them front to back, then laminated.  Handy to take anywhere while I wait in line (Doc's office, post office, etc.) and I even sat poolside with them (there the lamination was handy) and studied while I got a tan.





    I hope these help you out in preparing for your exam.  Pass 'em on to your friends ... make any corrections you see that are needed (please let me know if you see errors, I'd like to correct them before I send them to more folks).
