What is HTML?
Html means Hyper Text Markup Language. We could use html to design webpages and upload it onto the World Wide Web. Being some sort of a universal language. We could use html to communicate with others all around the world. Therefore, websites in Chinese or German or English would look all the same anywhere anytime in the world if seen in html source codes. It makes creating website universal and a whole lot easier for anyone doing a website anywhere. To use html, we just had to type in the html source codes in simple scripting software such as WordPad or notepad, and then save the file with an ending of “.html” to specify it is an html page. Then one can upload the file onto an online website host and voila! The website is published! To make sure that the webpage works, a series of html tags are needed to define the different elements of a webpage. Some of them include <p> or paragraph tags or <h> which are heading tags. These are used by adding them in front of a text to define what the text is or what it is for. Then add the end of the text, it needs to be ended with an extra “/” as every beginning needs an end, and the tag had to be ended. Some tag such as <br> does not need an ending tag as it just means a break in a certain text, where the text is not one whole line but there is a break to the next line. These tags are essentially used for a variety of functions and to define the different parts of a website. 
Tasks: Find specifically how to write html to—

· specify a background colour of your choice

· specify a background image

· make a table

· align text to the left, centre, or right

· write text in different sizes, different colours

· write text in italics or bold

· link to photos or other documents

I could specify  a background color of my choice by adding in the following text: “<body bgcolor= name of color> where the name of color could be anything from cyan to indigo/ another way is to give the code such as #345233 which specifies a specific color for the back ground image. I could specify a background image by adding the following text: “<body background="clouds.gif"><body background="http://www.w3schools.com/clouds.gif">”. This specifies the image source and the file name, which would put that image as my background color. 

Making a table on an html website would be a little more complicated. Each of the boxes of the table had to be specified, as does the rows and columns of the table. This is the text that I would insert for the following table:

I first specified the table borders to be in size one, and then each <tr> specifies the content of each row. The <td> specifies the data cells in each rows that means that 2 <td> in a <tr> would mean 2 data cells in one table row. We can continue adding as many data cells in as many rows as I want. 
To align any text towards the left, right or center, all we need to do before typing the text is to add this to it <p style= "text-align: center:">, which will align the following text after it all to the center. To change it, just add another one of these to change the alignment. 

To change the font, color or the size of any text, we just had to do the same things before, before adding the text, first add the following tag: “<font size ="4" face= "arial narrow” color=yellow>” this would put the font size as size 4, the font as arial narrow and the color to be yellow. This can be done as many times as I want as well. To make the text bold or italics, we just need to add <b> for bold and, <i> for italics before the text you want t be bold or italics, and make sure to end it as well after the text as in </b> and </i>. 
To link other documents, pictures or websites, we need a hyperlink. To do a hyperlink in html, we have to add the following text: “a href= "URL">NAME OF LINK</a>” the URL mean the website address you want to link to or the picture that you want to link to or the position of a certain document in your computer or you have uploaded, while the NAME OF LINK is the name of the hyperlink that would show up on the website. This text code will hyperlink the NAME OF LINK when one click it to the website, picture or document position, be it on the computer or on the web. 
Plan
The plan for this project is a little different from previous projects that I had done in grade 8. The amount of time specified in the instruction sheet was 12 lessons or the equivalent of 6 weeks. However, we extended the date line by 5 more weeks due to a number of reasons. One main reason is the delay caused by the Chinese government blocking our website host. This block caused major delays as we had to use different methods to Notepad our web hosts and upload them. The second reason is absentees from school, especially due to the October break and teacher training days. The following hyperlink would take you to the timeline: TIMELINE. 
The timelines above will show the time we planned to spent to do the different tasks and the different stages:

The timeline in the process journal shows the exact time allocated to each of the different stage of the project. The dateline had been fitted so that the workload had been divided evenly, and we had strictly followed the schedule that we had created. Although we were once behind schedule, we did more work for homework, and had gradually caught up. The timing to investigate, plan create and evaluate also fits perfectly in my time plan, if not even faster.  Although the amount of time used on creating the creation surpassed my plan, there is still enough time as the excess time is given by the fast accomplishment of the planning and investigation stages.  Now, I must do the evaluation as some homework or the project may not be handed in on time.  Also, the description of my final product must also be completed as homework and perhaps some in class time. The missed time thus, had to be replaced by homework. 
Overall, the timeline was rather well created, as all the forthcoming work had been completed exactly how it was planned. However, more could be done to improve it. For example, the amount of resources needed to complete each stage and task should be listed down as well, so that I could prepare well and complete the task on time. On top of that, all the homework which I may need to do should also be listed up there. This would allow me to plan the amount of work needed to be completed in class, and amount of work which had to be completed in my own time. This would allow me to decide which of the tasks needed to be completed first, and which is most important. I would strive to complete the aforesaid improvement s in the next ICT projects.
According to the timeline, I need to finish the website by 12/11/2007, including the homework time given. PC, Notepad and the internet explorer together without proper connection is needed. Below are the steps to finish this project:

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Design #2:
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I at first chose the second design as it is more elaborate and creative for my website. However, after realizing that there many obstacles facing us, particularly because the Chinese government had blocked the free webs website, 

For a web page to be successful, it had to meet the criteria I had described in the design specification. Therefore, the poster must be creative, unique, clear, simple language, simple to search, easily referred to. For the first design, it had achieved all criteria except creative, unique. Therefore, it had achieved a score of 5/7! For design 2, it had achieved all these criteria except for quick to complete, simple to search (due to the elaborate graphics) and simple language. It has also achieved a score of 4/7. This first design had met the most criteria and therefore the best design of all.  

For the above reasons, I had chosen the 1st design for my final creation. Although it is simpler and not so complex as the other, but it is more convenient to refer to and understand, and has 5 out of 7 of the ideal criteria of a web page, as stated in the design specification. It is eye catching, and yet clears in its contact information. It also is relatively unique, and is simple to understand even for primary kids. It is relatively quick and easy to do, unique, positive, brightly colored, bright, clear, simple language, convenient. For all of the above reasons, I had chosen the 1st design for the creation. Perhaps I would choose the second design as it is better suited to my taste, but unfortunately, the Chinese government had blocked all my sites, and I had wasted nearly 3 to 4 weeks trying to overcome this problem. By the time I did, I only had 2 to 3 weeks left to complete the website, which is not enough time. But I did do some on notepad and directly uploaded the website to free webs; therefore, I managed to complete the project. If I did not have all those technical difficulties, I would have chosen the second design. 

Create

The progress of creation is very rushed, as I had 2 lessons to complete WebPages. The writing up for the relevant information and the creation of the profiles and uploading of all the pictures had been completed at home, as I did not have enough time to do all these in class, while all I had to do in class is to upload all of the information into the website to create my WebPages. All the html scripting for my WebPages are done on notepad, therefore, I had also done most of the scripting at home, making sure that the links work and there is no error in the html scripting. I also chose the pictures at home and inserted the into a folder named “html websites”. This way, I could organized al the relevant files and information it one folder, and simply upload them l onto the website. However, this method also created an unforeseen problem. As I had linked the different pages onto the file in my thumb drive, when I uploaded the WebPages, the links did not work; the link was to an unknown location. Therefore, I had to spend 45 minutes trying to solve this problem, where I corrected all the linking problems, and double-checked that they all worked. 

WebPages are meant not only to display my information within the area around my websites, but also link it to external sources. Therefore, other than being flashy and organized, it must also have good links to search link my webpage t the outside world. To make this happen, I had made 2 actions. Firstly, I had created a child page specifically for links to other source. I had classified the links into ones within my website and ones to other external websites. I had created a link to many other prominent search engines such as yahoo and Google, while at the same time, I had linked it to some of m friend’s WebPages as well. Hopefully, if all of my classmates d the same, we could possibly create a web of links linking all of our websites. 
The webpage was successfully created in the end, despite countless technical difficulties. There is however, some change I had made to the original design. After designing, I found out how to upload music up to my WebPages. Therefore, I had uploaded some of my music onto my main page. It wasn’t very different from uploading a picture, really. The music files are larger than normal; therefore they take an extra long time to load it up onto the website. However, it was worth it when my website had been improved. Other touch ups on the WebPages in tiny yet important details in the end would help, but due to lack of time, I did not do it.  The rest of the creation had been done according to plan, which is rather good, as the plan I had created had proved itself to be successful.
Evaluation

The final product was rather good, as it can present my ideas and content in an organized way easily. I had used tables and marquee scrolls to make my website more interesting. The profile page and the page introducing SSIS and the ICT class are very clear, able to show what I want to show easily. In the case of the link page, I could search out individual records effectively as I had organized and separated the links t other websites and links to my website pages clearly. Although the Profile page may be very cramped, but the data can still be presented relatively well. I had tried to insert a variety of pictures into the web pages to show my nationality, my love for nature, my teacher and etc. At least it is better than plain old words zooming all around the page. 

The webpage I had designed is a relatively simple one, with some creative parts, but I did not really design the entire website with such meticulous thoughts. There are two reasons for this. The first one is what I had explained; the Chinese government blocked my sites, therefore creating huge technical difficulties to overcome. I cannot even create new accounts on other websites because of this! I still decided on free webs as during the last minute Mr. Leatherwood managed to find a solution to this problem, and I managed to complete the project. The second reason is that I am still a novice in computer programming. I decided to take one step by a time, and not a huge leap. I did not wish to create elaborate websites, as there is a higher risk of mistakes, and just one mistake can mess up the entire webpage. Cleaning out these errors would be time consuming for me and I just did not have this time. Therefore, it is better to do a simpler website for a start. 
When people use my database, I hope they would be interested contended, as they could find the information they want to know about me and SSIS easily. This webpage may help others to find information about SSIS and ICT in a relatively short period of time. These web pages can also be used to link up and upload my future ICT projects, so that it could be easily accessed at school. My design folders can also be uploaded, and can be used as some sort of online database to collect all my design folders in Grade 9, and maybe grade 10, perhaps to prepare for a portfolio for the final MYP assessment.  Nonetheless, I hope this design would spread to the minds of the community and educate them about SSIS and its ICT classes and maybe about myself as well, perhaps a little online publicity. The use of the design cycle in this project is rather good, as I had followed each and every step stated in the design cycle. The time used to finish each stage of the project is about 1 week, total of 5 weeks, except for design and plan, which I had done both in one week. I had used my time wisely but still did not meet every date due set by the teacher or by the design cycle, due to problem of the government always blocking the website I created, first on free webs, then on FSP Host. I also done the designing process and planning process based on the design cycle. The time had given to each stage is also based on the work stated by the design cycle as well. However, one bad thing is that I had to do some of the things at home, especially the design folder. This is due to the delays caused by the blocks. I had to use most of my time in school to do my website as only the school files contain the necessary program to access the blocked WebPages, thus letting me edit it. At home, I could not access without the proper software. This has caused some limitations on flexibility, and thus the result would not be as good as expected. Next time, I would bear this in mind, and try to foresee future problems if possible, as this could not be foreseen that easily, and start collecting the data as early as possible.

The process I went through in the design cycle in this project is rather good, as I had followed each and every step stated in the design cycle. The time used to finish each stage of the project is about 9 weeks, except for design and plan, which we had done in one week. I had used my time wisely and met most date due set by the teacher or by the design cycle. I also done the designing process and planning process based on the design cycle. The time had given to each stage is also based on the work stated by the design cycle as well. However, one bad thing is that I had devoted more time to create as the creation proved to be more difficult than I thought. This is due to the many technical difficulties cause by the Chinese government, thus I need to find substitutes in a rush. This has caused some limitations on my performance, and thus the result would not be as good as expected. Next time, I would bear this in mind, and try to create some kind of a backup plan, if possible, and perhaps try to find alternatives rather than the traditional methods others are using. 
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
