On September 30" it is exactly fifty years ago that James Dean died. He crashed his
Porsche on the way to a car race in California, and ended a career which was just taking
off. He only ever made three films, two of which were released after his death. In
portraying the angst-ridden teenager who is at odds with the world around him, he
became, and remains, a tragic icon.

How to use the lesson
1. Ask your students what they know about James Dean — When did he live? What was he
famous for? How did he die? etc.

2. Give each student in the class a copy of the worksheet and ask them to complete the text
in pairs.

3. When students have finished the task, ask them to check their answers with another
pair.
