The trip to Sydney, 2005.

Our second trip to Sydney co-incided with the annual Nordfest, the organisers of which we had been in touch with for some time. They were delighted to have us take part with a concert in their very extensive programme for the weekend, 23 and 24 April 2005. 

This time the choir members had to make their own arrangements as far as travel was concerned. Many flew up, others took the train and somebody even drove up. The accommodation at Southern Cross Suites for everybody, was achieved thanks to previous money raising efforts. 

The choir took part the first day - but not until the evening. Nordfest started at 12 noon with nordic folk music and dancing at the rear courtyard of the Dutch Club, next door to Scandinavia House in Frenchs Forest. The main sponsors of the event, My Planet, had organised buses that took us through the heavy traffic, over the Bridge and on to Frenchs Forest. The weather couldn't have been better, sunshine and clear skies and not too hot. The folkdancers in their colourful costumes got the festivities off to a good start as well as the welcoming words by one of the organisers, Graeme Traves.

Then light meals and refreshments were served beforn the very extensive programme of dancers, Finnish, Scandinavian and Estonian as well as a Norwegian vocal group presented their part of the afternoon festivities. Singing and dancing workshops were also held.

Then at 6 pm we sat down at beautifully decorated tables to a delicious Smargåsbord Dinner by Midnight Sun Catering. Everything was just "tops". We then moved over to the Hall of the Dutch Club for our concert. The four numbers by the quartet as well as the whole choir's fourteen numbers were all well received and appreciated by all. To finish it all off, our choir, with Salmiakki Pelimannit and Linnea Folkdancers performed three folksongs - something we had never done before, but it turned out all right.

It was a very full day, and we couldn't get back to our units fast enough for a good nights sleep.

On the Sunday we then took part in the service of the German Lutheran Church, vhich was only across the street from our accommodation. The service started with us singing from the balcony, and ended by us and the church's own choir singing "God so Loved the World" together. Afterwards we still entertained our hosts with a few numbers from our repertoire, before being offered a light luncheon in the adjacent room provided by the German ladies.

Now, we were able to do our own things for an hour or two, before, again in the German Church, there was a Swedish music-service with Katja Lin, Sydney's Swedish pastor.

It was then time to think of how to end our very successful tour of Sydney. The first suggestion, a restaurant close by, was scrapped as they could not accommodate 25 of us! So, somebody suggested we go to Chinatown, as we were so close. After freshening up and getting out of our uniform, we then wandered down to a nice place and had a small banquet amid lots of laughter and good humour, to end it all.

Being Anzac Day, Roger had told us the night before that he was going to the dawn service in Hyde Park, before continuing up to the Blue Mnts. Most of us relaxed and took it easy before it was time to think of our trips back home.

Another successful trip with good comradeship and good fun. Like we say in Swedish: "Sången ädla känslor föder" or "The singing nurtures noble emotions". We are a group of friends, bonded by our common interest and having fun.
