We also perform at various cultural events in the Scandinavian communities, and we have given concerts in Canberra 1996, Sydney 1997, Adelaide 1999, Hobart 2001 and Brisbane 2003.

The choir started as a small church choir in 1981. Staffan Thuringer has been the conductor since the choir became 'The Scandinavian Choir' in 1989.
