SPREADSHEETS-Daily Weather

ACTIVITY:


As a part of your daily calendar routine, record your weather data in a spreadsheet so that you can easily graph the weather at the end of each month and discuss the totals.  This spreadsheet is set up to record temperature and a description of the weather.

ENTERING INFORMATION:

1. Open the SS - Daily Weather file on the computer.

2. Click in cell C2. Type the Month. 

3. If you need to change the year, Click in Cell C3 and type the year.

4. Look in Column A under Day of the Month. Click on the Date.

5. Tab once and you will be in the Temperature column. Type the

6. temperature of the day.   

7. Find the heading that tells you what your day is like outside.

8. (Sunny, Partly Cloudy, Rain, Snow, Ice) 

9. Stay in the same row by tabbing over and put a “1” under the heading

10. that tells what your day looks like outside. 

11. Click the icon that looks like a computer disc.

12. This will Save the spreadsheet and your changes.

13. Click the “X” in the top FAR right corner of the screen to close the

14. spreadsheet.

15. Click “YES” to “Do you want to save the changes?”

DO NOT SHUT DOWN THE COMPUTER!!

End of the month :

1. Graphing the TEMPERATURES

2. Open the Daily Weather Log spreadsheet.

3. Click on cell A4 and drag over and down to highlight all cells to B35.

4. Go to the tool bar and click the graph icon.

5. Choose the bar graph.

6. Go to the bottom and type in your graph title.

7. Click on Border & Gridlines.

8. Click to Advanced options 

9. Click on the bottom circle to say “First column contains: Category

10. Labels”.

11. Click OK.

12. Click on Edit.

13. Click on Titles.

14. Click in the Horizontal (X) Axis box. 

15. Type a label for X. (Ex. Day of the Month)

16. Click in the Vertical (Y) Axis box.

17. Type a label for Y. (Ex. Temperature)

18. Click OK.

19. Click on Window.

20. Click on Tile.

21. If you want every day on the graph/chart to be a different color you need to

22. do the following:

1. Click on Format.

2. Click on 1-Series Bar.
