Information Sheet

1. Pre Season Training

New players:

2. Team Training

To be arranged, but likely to be on Monday, Wednesday or Friday afternoons at Blick Oval, Holden St, Canterbury or Friday afternoons at Marrickville Oval or Johnstone Park from 4.00pm – 6.00pm or later once daylight saving starts.  This will depend on the availability of individual team coaches.

3. Day and Hours of Play

Saturday mornings except for Under 8 which are Friday evenings during daylight saving months. 
First game 17th September, (to be confirmed) locations and draw to be announced.

Times:
8.30am to 12.15pm for two day matches, 8.30am to 12.30 pm for one day matches. 

There are recesses during school holidays.

4. Competition Format

Under 10s are all one day matches.  
Under 12, Under14s and Under 16s are a combination of two day and one day matches.

5. Dress

Under Association Rules all players must be dressed in white clothing (shirt, long pants/shorts, socks, shoes and jumpers).  We strongly recommend that players wear a hat.

6. Drinks & Food

It is advisable to provide cold or iced water and a light snack for players.

7. Sun Protection

We strongly recommend players wear protective sunscreen (15+) and a hat.

8. Equipment

The club will provide basic equipment. However, players may use their own bats, gloves, and pads etc.

9. Club Caps, Hats and Iron-on Badges

We now have available club caps & hats which are optional, but help establish our identity as a club.  These are available in limited numbers.  Costs are:

Hats:  $25.00
Caps:  $20.00
Badges:  $5.00 or free for new player

10. Helmets Special Note!

It is club and Cricket Australia policy that all players wear helmets while batting.  Players will NOT be permitted to bat without a helmet.  This is strictly enforced.

11. Running the Game on the Day

Parents will be needed each week to assist with scoring, umpiring, warming up and padding up.  These tasks require no expert cricketing experience, just a willingness to support the children and the club to make it a more enjoyable day for all. 

12. Child Protection

Summer Hill Cricket Club fully supports the ideals of providing a safe environment for your child.  Every adult who volunteers for any role within the Club comes under the Child Protection (Prohibited Employment) Act 1998.  We ask all parents involved with the Club to sign a Prohibited Employment Declaration form, if they have not already done so.

13. Player Rotation & Participation

The Club’s policy is to rotate players to ensure that all players are involved and enjoy a team game while developing skills through friendly competition.  It is expected that all players and parents will participate in the spirit of the game.

14. Coaching

We strongly recommend that we have qualified coaches and while we already have a number, more are always needed.  A Level 1 Course run by the NSW Cricket Association is short and easy but provides many useful training and management tips for junior teams.  Previous experience is not necessary.  A course will be conducted in Summer Hill on Tuesday evenings during August, beginning on 16 August.  Interested people can contact Glenn Holdstock, our Club Coach on 9798 7029 to find out more details.

15. Helping at Training

Interested parents, regardless of qualifications, are encouraged to get involved in training, either on a regular or occasional basis. It is essential for at least one parent to help the coach with training. This enables better use of training time.

16. Umpiring

The CWSCA conducts a basic course for umpires and the Club encourage parents to do this workshop.  Contact Brian Ashmore if interested on 9798 8051.

Player Registration
17. Signing Up

Players of both sexes are welcome and every player must fill out the Player Registration Form enclosed including all details and return it to the club by Wednesday 31st August.  Cricketing ages are taken at the 1st of September.  New players must provide a copy of Birth Certificate.

Payment can be made by cheque, direct bank transfer or money order payable to the Summer Hill Cricket Club, for the Annual Fee detailed below:

This fee is payable prior to the start of the season.  For all returning Under 10, 12, 14 and 16 players a discount of $10.00 per player is applicable for all registrations received by 31st August.  Players who have not paid their fees by 30th September will not be eligible to take part in any further matches until the outstanding fees are paid.  

Players will be arranged into teams during the first week of September.

18. A Note on Fees

It is intended that the fee structure will remove the need for extra funds via fund raisers during the year;  i.e. no chocolate drives!  The costs associated with running the club for the season include: Junior Team Registration Fees, Individual Player Registration Fees, Ground Fees and public liability insurance, all payable to the Association, as well as the purchase of cricket kits, cricket balls ($5000 on their own!), training aids and club trophies.

Where Do We Play?

Mostly we play on grounds adjacent to, or near the Cook’s River from Tempe to Belmore.  It is important to be on time, even on rainy days to avoid forfeits.  If in doubt contact your Team Manager.  Beaman Park is our unofficial “Home Ground”.
