The Reds won the toss and elected to bowl.  Tom C and Seamus led the attack and they bowled accurately to restrict the scoring to 11 runs from the first 4 overs.  Seamus was unlucky not to pick up an early wicket when a loud appeal for a catch behind was denied.

Thereafter the tempo picked up as the Gold openers settled and started to play their shots.  The Red fielders stuck well to the task but some critical mistakes let the Gold batters build a large score without losing any wickets.  This was a day when we paid dearly for some dropped catches and missed run out opportunities.  At the drinks break Gold had reached 103 without loss of wicket.

But the Reds stuck well to the task and were soon rewarded.  Tom C’s second spell was fast and accurate.  The second delivery of his 4th over knocked over middle and off stumps and 2 balls later he took out the leg stump with another great delivery.  He finished with figures of 2 for 15 from 5 overs, a great effort.  Seamus was also successful, producing a snick to the keeper to pick up a third wicket in the 32nd over.  The other bowler to shine was Michael and he was unlucky not to be among the wicket takers.

Batting against the Gold’s quality bowling attack was a tough proposition.  Tim and Oliver opened the innings.  Tim showed an aggressive approach and fell in the second over.  Oliver was much more cautious and defended well, but was also out without scoring in the 7th.  Michael also fell for a duck when he edged the ball to the keeper.

Jacob continued his good form of the previous week and helped himself to a couple of boundaries to reach 10.  In the end he fell to a rather "soft" dismissal when he provided some gentle catching practice for the keeper. His innings featured some fine stroke play and included 4 boundaries.  Jacob was more subdued this week but compiled another 10 runs to take his season average to 49.

Particularly memorable was a fine off drive for 4, the shot of the morning. Then followed a frustrating period for the team as skied shots and defensive lobs kept finding the gaps between the fielders.  However, the breakthroughs eventually came and Ashfield were all out in the 32nd over for 80.
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Pick of the bowlers was Jack with 2 for 5 from 5 accurate overs, and Seamus with 2 for 7 from 4 overs.  There was an improvement in the fielding performance and overall 7 catches were taken.  However, there was still too much of a tendency by several players to wander out of position and field too close to the bat or each other.  The inevitable result was several chances lobbing over player's heads and two instances where players were competing for the same catch. Disaster struck on the very first ball when Tim tickled a good opening delivery pitched just outside off-stump to the keeper to record a royal duck.  Thereafter progress was slow and after 4 overs the Reds had a single run to show for their efforts.

But in the teams' strongest batting performance to date they steadily regained the initiative.  Leading the way was Michael with a patient 29 runs.  Opening the innings he remained at the crease until 98 runs were on the board.  Along the way he was ably supported by Oliver (6) and Jacob (9).  The major turning point came with Tom C arrival at the crease.  He hit the ball hard to all parts of the ground to compile a fine 15 runs.  By the time he was dismissed the innings had turned around and the Summer Hill batters were back on top.

There followed a late order collapse when 4 wickets fell for 6 runs before Des and Jonathan staged a valuable last wicket partnership of 18 runs to push the score to 119.

The Reds had some hope of defending this total but knew that everything had to go their way.  Tom Cn bowled a "perfect" first two overs, not conceding a run, and removed one of the Newtown openers (see photo) in his second over.  Seamus produced another chance in the 4th over but was unable to complete a very difficult catch.  This proved to be the turning point of the innings as the reprieved Newtown player went on to score 51 runs. 

However, hopes rose in the 5th over when Seamus produced a quick and intelligent piece of fielding at square leg to create a sharp run out at the bowler's end to secure the second wicket.  Thereafter Newtown consolidated and pushed their score beyond 100 before the next wicket fell.

The Reds did themselves no favours with an untidy, flat footed fielding performance and some inaccurate bowling gifting the batters too man easy boundaries on the leg side. Another trip to scenic Parry Park, this time to meet Marrickville's junior under 12 side. Batting first, we sent out first-time openers Nik and Guy to get things under way. They began carefully, but as soon as it became apparent that the bowling wasn't going to be very threatening, the run rate lifted. By the 8th over, Nik had reached 30 runs, with repeated boundaries through square leg that the fielders had no answer to.

Martin had watched and learned, and strode out with purpose. He proceeded to club a rapid 32 off just 13 balls, reaching the boundary 7 times in the process. With the score on 87, Guy (15) also retired and Nick T and Alexander G took up the task. They began slowly and we took drinks with 107 runs on the board and no wickets lost. With available overs dwindling we began to take more risks and soon Nick had also reached 32 runs and retired. Alexander scored 3 before becoming our first casualty - out slashing at one of the few balls directed at the stumps. Nick D and Salim both played some fine shots on the way to scoring 30's, and Alex S became our second loss on 11 when he picked out one of the few fielders who could catch well. As the innings came to a close, Mitchell retired on 14 to give Joseph a quick slash at the last over. When our 35 was up, Callum was not out on 9 and Joseph, despite a valiant effort, had not troubled the scorers.

With 37 extras, 34 boundaries and five batsmen retired on 30+, we had posted our highest score of 243 for the loss of only 2 wickets.

After the break Joseph opened the bowling on a hat-trick from last week, but couldn't covert. The first few balls were a little off target, and the task of simply returning the ball to the bowler seemed beyond our fielders, but on the last ball of the over the Joseph found his line and the middle stump cartwheeled out of the ground.

Nick T followed up with a characteristically tight over, and Joseph collected another two wickets (one bowled, one lbw) to finish his two overs with 3 for 2! Nick T (0/4) kept the pressure on with a maiden but again scrappy fielding donated 2 more byes to the opposition. Martin continued our fast attack, and succeeded in having the only batsman to score caught behind by Callum. Unfortunately he also bowled too wide, resulting in 10 runs off the over (all extras).

In the very windy conditions, we expected the slower bowlers to have trouble staying on line, but Alex's first foray into serious off-spin proved successful and economical.  Martin (1/8) found a slightly better line, but still we donated another 6 extras in his second over. Alex was again tidy and completed his overs with 0/2.

The batsmen may have thought they had seen off the worst, but next they faced Nick D and Alexander G. Nick bowled in characteristic style - fast and very straight. In his first over leg stump again left the ground. Xander compensated well for the crosswind, and his high looping leg spin proved virtually unplayable. Off the last ball of his first over the batsman gifted Salim with an easy catch at about leg slip. Two balls later, Nick D. had middle and leg cartwheeling again and finished with 2/1. With the last batsman exposed, almost everyone moved into catching positions on the 10m circle and Xander didn't disappoint. Second ball saw another catch popped up on the leg side and securely completed by Nick D to leave Xander with 2 for 2 off just 8 balls.

Marrickville finished all out in the 12th over for 30, helped along by 22 extras.

In a game full of high scores, batting credit must go to Martin for his exceptional strike rate (246!). Bowling honours were shared by Joseph (most wickets - 3), Nick D. (2 wickets, great accuracy & a catch) and Xander (2/2 off just 8 balls).

Really a mismatched game, it provided a vehicle for season personal bests for almost everyone, with Xander picking up his season's best bowling, batting and partnership, Nik achieving his first 30no in style along with his best partnership (45 with Guy - also a best batting for him), and Joseph producing a personal best bowling effort.
