Tim took the first wicket via a sharp catch by Haimish. Max took two wickets in quick succession. Noah broke the pattern by taking a magnificent caught and bowled chance, but the domination of spin continued with a series of accurate maiden overs by Bevan. Jack  threw himself into bowling with his usual venom, but was finally successful only when he threw up a well flighted off break. Oscar bowled and fielded with his usual brilliance. 

Jake and Bevan opened the batting. Bevan struck two powerful boundaries from successive balls in the second over, and Jake followed suit in the following over. The power hitting slowed momentarily when Bevan retired hurt with a groin strain, but Jake was ably supported by Max to score the winning runs. 

Summer Hill Gold played with considerable pluck and the Gold batsmen defended tenaciously and bowled accurately, while the Summer Hill Red side has matured this year into a well balanced and experienced combination.

Adam and James C then built an excellent partnership over the next 7 overs taking the score to 119 before Adam was caught trying to push the score along for a well constructed 56.  Joshua T-W was out quickly bringing the two James together.  

During the next 11 overs both batters struck the ball with power combined with intelligent running between the wickets in a 72 run partnership at better than a run per ball.  James Ca was out in the last over for 47 and James Co remained not out 47 after the allotted 30 overs.  Tim N asked me to mention his name even though he did not face a ball during the final over bringing the innings to a close at 197.

Five Dock were under pressure early due to accurate bowling and committed fielding by the Greens.  Chris L with 1 wicket for 6 runs from 4 very accurate overs applied the brakes while Tim N took 2 for 9 runs from his first spell.  

Five Dock were unable to get on top of the bowling with wickets falling regularly through their innings.  James and James combined again with the ball with Cameron picking up 2 for 11 from 3 overs and Cooney ending the match with figures of 2 wickets for 18.  Tim N returned to take the last wicket in the 29th over and finished with figures of 3 for 11 from 5 overs.  The other wickets were taken by Jones and Miles.  Five Dock were outclassed and could only amass 79 runs.
