The toss was won by Marrickville who put the Reds into bat, with the cheers from our boys it was obvious what our decision would have been. The boys were suitably primed to go.

As is his way coach Bruce elevated a number of our less experienced batters up the batting order to “polish their techniques and to harden their mental attitude” .. as 12s is a very “mental” game. The tenor of the batting order was a mix of experience and in experience hoping that the old hands

Jed W confused the scorers and everyone else by taking a couple of runs off a good shot, while all thought he was retired early … but no, wait … what had happened ? Oh no, it was hit wicket with Jed unluckily stepping back ever so gently into his wicket.  

While Jonathan and Jack did not trouble scorers with a pile of runs they were able to gain some of that vital time in the middle.  Both these batsmen were out caught and Marrickville must be complemented on their catching - putting down very few easy chances and making some of the hard ones stick.

Enter Mr Chiswell “The Farmer” this boy knows how many to come at any point in the game and what he needs to do. He has a reputation of accumulating runs ... , and accumulate he did. With 30 runs on the board in  quick time Michael certainly got the run rate going.

Michael was well supported by Tim and Ewen who both ceded their strike to the form batsman.

With Michael retired on 30 our lower order smackers Des and Tom both had a go at the Marrickville attack with some big hits. It looks ominous that “Rhino” Tom is smacking the ball quite hard with two big fours. Both Tom (8) and Des (6) were caught out.

Later batsmen Jacob (15 n.o.) and Seamus (9) (who normally but up the order a bit) scored freely. Seamus particularly played some very nice cut shots scoring effortless runs. This boy has touch.

However Seamus (more likely in haste in trying to score down the order .. maybe he’s just not had much experience of being down at number 10 and/or 11 and was getting impatient) and was bowled with four overs to go.

“The Accumulator” took all little time to warm up – should a wicket fall at this stage Summer Hill may only have posted a score just beyond 100. 

The return of Michael meant he was able to put on another 12 runs to post a Summer Hill Red season top score record of 142. 

While the batting was a bit mixed up big Bruce’s bowling order made sure the attack dogs were set upon the hapless Marrickville Whites.

Early pressure was put on Marrickville with tight bowling from Seamus (two successive maidens and 0/0 for the match) and Jacob with “Mr Quick” Callaghan bowling a maiden followed by wicket maiden, yes that 1/0.

This early pressure opened the door for the middle order bowlers to sneak some wickets with their gentler more even paced bowling. Well it certainly worked with the Bowlers not the Brett Lee clones getting amongst them. Notably they were Jack M (2/16) Ewan C (!/2) Tim H (1-5) Tom Sanderson (2/6).

Although one of Tom’s wickets will probably go down as obstructing fields with the Marrickville batsmen taking two hits at the seemingly sitter catch for the wicketkeeper.

The Marrickville resistance did not go much beyond the twentieth over with them all out for 64.
