Statutory Services are things that need to be in place for the safety and control of the public.  These services are things like the army, the police, the fire brigade etc.  These are services that are given power by the government and they have statute power.  

Non-statutory services are things that are not required and are not funded by the government but are still there because they are good for the community.  These services are things like the RNLI etc.  These do not have power given to them by the government but they still do jobs that help the public.  

The statutory services such as the police force provide services for everyone in the community, groups and individuals.  

· These services range from Detecting Crime, preventing crime to convicting people who break the law.

· Detecting crime the police will interact with different people, they will interact with victims, groups who may have information about the crime and the criminals themselves.

· The way they prevent crime is by going to schools and giving talks and also having police weeks in schools to let the children know what the police do and why it is wrong to break the law.  They do a lot of advertising with leaflets and things showing what will happen and trying to prevent people from committing crimes.

· They also interact with people in the courts to convict criminals.  When they are dealing with juvenals they have to deal with social services because the child needs someone to represent them.

· They do this because they have power from the government to make arrests and thing.  Our county is build on being civil and peaceful, we value the rights of people and the police forces here to enforce these rights and make sure we stay in a peaceful community.  

If we did not have the police force then there would be no one to enforce the law.  

· There would be no one to keep the criminals from taking over and terrorising people.  
· The police enforce peoples rights and protect them fro example people have the right to life and murder is illegal so the police enforce that and try to protect everyone in the community to the best of their abilities.    
· The police force  are a very valuable service in the community and without them then our country would not be peaceful and civilised.  People would be getting killed and the whole democracy would break down.  
· The public would not have a say in how the country is run and everything would be ran autocratically.  
· The police could have more people on the streets instead of having community support officers etc.  
· Alternatively the community support officers could have more powers and have the power to arrest and detain people.  
The Army is another statutory service that has power directly from the government.  

The Army provide a service for people not just in the UK but around the world.  

· They have a duty to protect everyone’s human rights and stop anyone who is threatening them.  
· The human rights act states that everyone as rights etc but some leaders of countries dictate and make the people do what they want and nothing else.  The Army have a duty to these people to protect them.
· They also have a duty to protect out country from anyone who would try and invade or threaten it. 
· If the Army did not exist then our country would be open to invasion.

· There would be no one to stop people breaching human rights and to top them from killing etc.
· The Army are also a stand in service if any public service goes on strike.  For example the fire strikes.
The police and the army are justified. You can justify them just by seeing what they do in the community etc and thinking what it would be like if we did not have these services.
