· Contribute to an evolving list of such similes in class blog.

· MindMap some keywords related to fossils, revising initial MindMap as pupils gather ideas from other groups.

· Use a search engine to look for information on fossils (pre-writing preparation).

· Contribute to evolving list of useful web pages (including short annotations) in class blog. 

· State the purpose of an explanation text. 

· Identify and link the different parts of an explanation text in a MindMap (to be used as a re-usable template for writing).
· Jointly negotiate evaluation rubrics as a class.

· Plan explanation text using the re-usable template.

·  Write an explanation text and pass 1st draft to 2 different classmates for peer review (by inserting comments).
