Who
needs her anyway?” (out of character) “I get up, walk to my dresser and pick up a
frame — picture frame. The picture is of Kelly and Emma.” (laughing) “Emma
looks at it before she starts crying.” (in character) “I just want you to be happy,

Kelly. Even if it isn’t with me.”

[Scene reading is over, both girls are now out of character.]
