CAP Search for Missing Plane
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On April 17, 2003, a plane departing from Wenatchee’s Pangborn Memorial Airport was thought to be heading back home from a routine trip back to San Francisco, California, but was reported missing April 18th. Since the pilot failed to submit a flight plan, there were no records of the plane’s destination.

A search was immediately started; rescue crews from the Civil Air Patrol, the military, private pilots and dozens of volunteers scoured the landscape throughout Washington in search for the two missing passengers. Over 300+ sorties, or a military plane flown to complete an objective or mission, were flown during the past few weeks to aid the search.

However, as of May ?, the search was halted.  They could not supply planes anymore to continue the search, so they are continuing the search by ground teams and leads.
