For the Red Grape Inn 

KMTT Associates has produced a Web site for the Red Grape Inn. The members of the Web development team are: Kiesha Smith, who is the Design leader; Mark Holloway, who is the Project manager; Tissa Abeykoon, who is the Writer; and Tony Lee, who is the Coder for the project.  

The Red Grape Inn is a five-room bed & breakfast, nestled in California’s beautiful Napa Valley. The Inn dates to 1902, and is a focus for fine dining and special events, as well as being a memorable get-away. Because the Inn is a relaxed and luxurious location, KMTT Associates felt that it deserved a sensitive and conservative Web site. 

The site is divided into a left frame, and the main screen. The left frame contains links to Rooms, Reservations, Napa Valley, Special Events, and ‘About Us’. The main part of the screen displays the frames.
The Home screen contains a rotating series of pictures of the Inn, and introduces the visitor to its ambiance. It makes the visitor want to explore the rest of the site. 

The ‘Rooms’ screens are five in number. The rooms are the ‘Cabernet’, the ‘Merlot’, the ‘Pinot’, the ‘Grenache’, and the ‘Zinfandel’. Each room is named for a different red wine because, of course, the location of the Red Grape Inn is the famous Napa Valley, America’s premier wine country. 

You access each room by clicking on a small photo of the room. The enlarged photo of the room is graced by descriptive text, and a rental price. 

The Reservations page displays complete information about the Inn, including phone, fax, email, and street address. There is a handy form for making reservations, for choosing a room, and even a space for comments. Instructions are very clear. 

The Napa Valley link serves as an introduction to the history and lore of the wine country. There are also links to the Chamber of Commerce, local wineries, and a museum. Visitors to the Inn are poised to explore the delights of this unique slice of Americana! 

Special Events has a page to itself. The cuisine of the Inn is featured, but there is also space for information on Weddings and Birthdays, events for which the Inn specializes. 

The ‘About Us’ page gives the visitor a brief history of the Inn, centering on its graceful and thorough restoration.
The color scheme of the site features burgundy and yellow. java-scripts used in the left frame, and a Java applet rotates pictures of the Inn. Clickable graphics lead the visitor to pages illustrating each room in the Inn. 

Beside the overall design, Kiesha Smith also collaborated on the coding. Mark Holloway designed the left frame. Tissa Abeykoon, besides writing all the text, also collaborated on design elements, including graphics. And Tony Lee was the head coder, and was most responsible for the technical elements of the site.
