Houston Weather

Airport Information

Houston has two major airports positioned on opposite sides of the city. To the north, Bush Intercontinental Airport is located approximately 40 minutes from downtown Houston between Interstate 45 and Highway 59, just north of the Sam Houston Tollway. Call (281) 230-3000 for general airport information; call your airline for flight information. To the south, Hobby Airport is located approximately 20 minutes from downtown Houston a few miles south of Loop 610, just west of Interstate 45. Call (713) 640-3000 for general airport information; call your airline for flight information.
The 3-letter airport code is IAH for Bush Intercontinental and HOU for Hobby.  Please ensure your luggage is tagged properly. 

Directions to the Houston Office from IAH Airport

From any terminal, follow the Interstate 45 signs out of the airport onto John F. Kennedy Blvd. (JFK).  Follow JFK South to the Sam Houston Beltway 8 West exit.  Turn right onto Beltway 8 and follow the Beltway through three (3) tollbooths  (tollbooths are $1.00 each, easier to use quarters) to the Westheimer / Richmond exit.  Follow the feeder to Richmond Avenue and turn left on Richmond.  Stay in the right-hand lane.  Hyprotech is located in the Millennium Tower, which is at the corner of Richmond and the Tollway. Turn right into the drive to the building.  Visitors’ parking is located to the left of the parking garage.   Our receptionist will validate your parking ticket.

Directions to the Houston Office from Hobby Airport

From Hobby Airport, turn left onto Airport Blvd., stay in the left-hand lane.  Make a left hand turn onto Telephone Road.  Travel approximately 3 miles to Sam Houston Beltway 8.  Turn right onto the Beltway.   Follow the Beltway through two (2) tollbooths to the Richmond Avenue exit.  Follow the feeder.  Hyprotech is located in the Millennium Tower, which is at the corner of Richmond Ave. and the Tollway.  You will see the entrance to our parking garage (contract parking only).  Stay on the feeder and turn into the second drive to our office, just prior to the red light at Richmond.  Visitors’ parking is located around the corner from the parking garage. Our receptionist will validate your parking ticket.

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Decades ago the Houston Astros made baseball history with opening day at the Astrodome. They initiated the era of indoor baseball. Thirty-five years later the Astros have a new, equally revolutionary home — Enron Field.  Although the stadium was completed in 2000, Enron Field’s history dates back to the early 20th century. The southwest corner of the ballpark encompasses Union Station, built in 1911 as one of Houston’s central train stations. While it embraces the past, Enron Field is also a modern-day marvel, famous for its enormous retractable roof, which opens to reveal the largest open area of any existing retractable roof baseball stadium.
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
