Introduction


A. General:


The Damietta Port Authority had decided to develop the port of Damietta by lengthening the existing quas of Grain Berh no.13 including the construction of 590 m of commercial quay to extend the Berth no.13 and the dredging to level (-14.50) of 200 m wide basin along the quay.

B. Scope of Work:


The Construction of about 590 m of berths as an extension of berth no. 13 and rehabilitation of the area north of berth no. 12 with slopes. The construction of the berth includs the following jobs:
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Installation and soil Improvement of soil conditions by Sand drain installation and preloading as phase 1 (270 days).
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Flat steel sheet piles driving.
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Dredging.
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Slopes protection.

Jet Grouting.
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Erection of reinforced concrete capping beamand rear beam.
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Platform construction.
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Equipment installation (bollards, fenders, ladders and beaconing).
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Berth utilities (portable water, fire water and electricity).
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Cathodic protection.
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C. Amount of the Project:


106,848,000 Egyptian Pouns.

D. Period of the Project:


The period of completion of the works shall be 730 days.

E. Berthing facilities for quay no.13:


The extension of Berth no.13 had been designed to allow mooring of two ships of 255 m. This means that the new basin should be dredged to level (-14.50) on a minimum length from starting point of the berth of 590 m, decomposed as follows:
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040 m : minimum length for mooring ship no. 1
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255 m : ship no. 1
