Testimony Before Agrippa

Acts 25:13-26:32

Though his innocence has been clearly stated many times, Paul remains a prisoner. He repeatedly has to face the unfair charges of the Jewish leaders. He has made his defense with integrity and power, and in return he gets only threats of death. 

In it all Paul’s witness remains consistent. His greatest desire is that his accusers and those in judgement over him will become Christians.

1. What motivates you to tell non-Christians about Jesus?

2. Read Acts 25:13-27. As is the case with the others who were asked to pronounce judgement on Paul, Festus does not know what to do with Paul. Paul was obviously not guilty or deserving of death or imprisonment. Yet keeping the peace with the Jews was more important to him than justice. Since Festus had already decided what he was going to do with Paul, why do you think he talked to King Agrippa about him?

3. Describe the nature and content of Festus’ report to Agrippa.

4. What is the main point about Christianity that Festus mentions?

5. What do you think people most remember about Christianity from your witness?

6. Why do you think King Agrippa wanted to hear Paul?

7. Read Acts 26. What are the main points about himself that Paul presents in his defense?

8. Why does Paul say that he is on trial (26:6-8)?

9. How does Paul respond to authority (26:10,19)?

10. Contrast the commission of the Sanhedrin (26:9-11) to the commission of Christ (26:15-18).

11. Describe Paul’s final interaction with King Agrippa (26:26-29).

12. How does Paul’s desire for King Agrippa compare or contrast with your desire for those around you who do not know Christ?

13. How might you move closer to where Paul was in this desire?
