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Abstract:
 This survey is about the deficiencies that are in protective laws of Iranian authors, scientists, composers and artists’ rights for using them in digital libraries regarding to legal doctrines and expert visions of digital environment and cyberspace. This research is related to the copyright law of production and dissemination of organized information that is stored in the databases of digital libraries and proposes how to access them regarding their intellectual property rights.

In general, the penetration and extension of cyberspace to the world of civic societies has occurred. The laws and legislations have been supplied are companion to the changes and problems in relation with the digital environment. Because of the communications among the societies in information era, made the problems international, the international organizations such as WIPO has enacted some conventions. We in this survey want to analyze our laws and match them to those conventions.

 The first chapter is the research introduction. Chapter 2 is about legal principles. Chapter 3 describes the main subject; a survey on intellectual property doctrines in digital environment. Chapter 4 belongs to the content analysis of copyright laws in Iran that were approved or being under agenda by Iranian Majlis in recent years.
