The last 50 years of human activities have destroyed more natural resources then ever before during mankind’s history, lasting for several millions of years. 

Soil erosion, degraded soil fertility, desertification, deforestation, uncontrolled  spread of 

species,  global warming, acid rain, eutrophication, ozone depletion, etc, are all together causing a threat upon mankind. In the Black sea dead bottom zones are spreading every year, due to oil leakages and eutrophication and fish catches has gone down with 90%  over the last 30 years.

It’s time for action!  We need to take the environmental threats seriously and try to solve the problems now and not tomorrow! We have recently started a campaign at Enka School in Istanbul and would like to invite you to join our network for creating a  Rescuing plan for the Black Sea, aimed to curb those problems and at the same time paving the way for improvement of life quality and sustainable economy in the region.

Rescuing plan for the Black Sea, RBS

Political initiatives with focus on implementation of environmental laws, environmental strategies for companies and sustainable system solutions for rural and urban areas are not enough for creating a sustainable development in the Black Sea region. We also need to create a sustainable lifestyle on a grass root level by learning how to choose for sustainable development and how to work for a global peace by introducing a partnership relation involving children, men, women, elders, tribes, nations and nature. That’s one of the reasons why we need to involve the civil society, when trying to find a way towards a sustainable future. Another reason is that when you develop sustainable system solutions, most of them can be implemented by involving schools and NGOs. They can adapt sustainable ideas to the needs of the local people and make them affordable for everyone. Design of a family sized biogas plant is one example. It can produce fertilizer that can be used to maintain soil fertility and biogas that can be used for cooking instead of wood fuel.

So far the following activities are involved in the action plan;

The RBS - plan will cover the following areas: Deforestation,  soil erosion,  eutrophication, uncontrolled spread of non endemic species, over fishing,  desertification,  pollution from wastewater, - emissions  from traffic and industry,- environmental threats caused by  conventional farming, oil leakage from ships and oil industry and  recycling of waste

A3 Promotion of a sustainable lifestyle

A cornerstone in a sustainable life style is the use of organic food and textiles. Arrangement of Ecocatwalks, fashion shows with eco textiles and redesigned second hand clothing, combined with traditional music, dancing, sustainable food and lectures given by students concerning the environmental advantages of choosing organic food and eco textiles, will be a seed for change towards a sustainable lifestyle.

A4 Cultural forum festival, CFF 

For promotion of the RBS and for strengthening of linkages between all stakeholders in the region, an annual forum festival will be arranged. On the Agenda; Drama, dance, debates, lectures, NGO – activities, exhibitions, school - linking, film. The Forum festival will be a unique opportunity for all participants in the network to promote their activities. Politicians and UN representatives will also be invited for sharing our visions and financing plans for the implementation of RBS. The CFF will rotate among the countries involved. The first will be held in Istanbul Autumn 2007.

A5 Implementation of rescuing plan

The implementation of the rescuing plan will be continuous process that will be followed up at our website.  The RBS needs to be adapted to local conditions and merged into local projects.  Reports from all projects involved will be presented for immediate transfer of knowledge to all stakeholders in the network.
