Pupils’ Prior Knowledge:
1. What are 1st, 2nd and 3rd person singular and plural nouns and noun phrases.

2. “s” should be added to verbs when it follows a 3rd person singular noun or noun phrase.
Objective: 
At the end of the lesson, students should be able to 
1. use simple present tense under the three instructed situations, namely “fact”, “present truths” and “hobbies/customs”;
2. add “s”, “es” and “ies” to different kinds of verbs according to their last letters.
Teaching materials:

	Teacher’s Activities

	0-3
	Ask students “When do we use simple present tense?”
	Answer the question with the three situations.
	

	3-5
	Ask student “What are the features of the verbs in simple present tense?”
	Answer the question with using the base form of a verb with a 1st, 2nd person singular or plural noun, and add “s” after a 3rd person singular noun.
	

	5-10
	Introduce the patterns of noun phrases that are regarded as 3rd person singular but not plural, e.g. every/each, one of, (singular) of (plural)
	Listen, understand and remember the examples.
	

	10-20
	Divide students into 6 groups, and give each group a “verb card”.

Play the PowerPoint and students have to raise up their verb cards if they think theirs can fill the blanks in it.
Ask if they know which situation the PowerPoint is about.
	Receive the cards.
Raise up the cards when they feel they are answers of the sentences in the PowerPoint.
