To all our comrades

We thank all our comrades for their strong support in our efforts to resolve the issues related to absorption. On 1st March 2003 we had appealed to all our comrades not to submit the undertaking till 15th March 2003 and to this appeal we are happy that our comrades stood with CHQ inspite of many instigations and provocations. We also congratulate all our comrades for holding lunch/closing hour demonstrations successfully on 7th March 2003.


During the last ten days following developments took place:

On 3rd March, DDG (SR) BSNL held a meeting with us. He informed us that the CMD, BSNL had written a D.O.letter to the Chairman, Telecom Commission requesting him to settle the IDA pay scales of BSNL within March 2003. He also requested us to defer our trade union programme.

On 4th March 2003, Sr.D.D.G. (Pers.), BSNL held discussions with us. He assured us that he will arrange a meeting with CMD, BSNL. He requested us to defer our agitational programme since it may affect the developmental activities.
On 5th March 2003, we met the Director (Personnel), MTNL and discussed about the MTNL pay scales. We came to know that the DPE had certain reservations to approve the pay scales of senior officers and as such it has suggested to bring the same within E-9 pay scale, we wanted to know the stand of MTNL with regard to DPE objection. Later we understand that the MTNL maintained the same IDA pay scales by giving additional justifications.

On 6th March we met Member (Services), and discussed with him the IDA pay scales. The Sr.D.D.G.(SU) who was also present in the meeting informed us the status of the case. Member (Services) assured us that he will arrange a meeting with the Chairman, Telecom Commission.

Later in the evening we had a meeting with CMD, BSNL. After discussing the status of the issue related to IDA pay scales of BSNL, the CMD assured us that he will send a note to the Hon’ble MOC for his intervention

:2:

On 7th March we gave a letter addressed to Hon’ble MOC to his P.S. In the letter we had requested for the intervention of the Minister. We had informal discussion with the P.S whom we found is fully aware of the issue. The P.S. assured that he will place our letter before the Minister. Later when we again contacted the P.S., he informed us that the Minister has discussed our issue with the Chairman, Telecom Commission and instructed him to get the matter settled early.

On 10th March we had a meeting with the Chairman, Telecom Commission.    Sr.DDG (SU) and DDG (Estt.) were also present. In the meeting the Chairman informed us the entire actions he has done with DPE. He assured us that the matter will be settled shortly.

Comrades our appeal to you not to submit the undertaking was intended to create a feeling of involvement which we are definite will create pressure both on Management and office bearers. We feel that we have achieved our objective to a great extent from the above developments.

Once again we thank all our comrades for their support and cooperation. We have now decided to allow all the comrades who so ever is willing to submit the undertaking to do so for taking the arrears of adhoc payment.

However please note that there is no change in the programme of trade union actions. Please make all the programmes on 13/14, 21 and 28 a great success.
