· Peter thus considers it a personal attack, a challenge to his authority

· Characters

· Billing (junior editor of the People’s Daily Messenger)

· “enthusiast to the point of foolishness”

· Kiil (father of Catherine)

· Unscrupulous

· Freeloads off daughter

· Takes apples and tobacco, comes over to eat

· “the only reason I came over was the butcher told me you bought roast beef today”

· Hypocrite

· “wouldn’t think of it”, despite having taken apples and tobacco while no one was looking

· Mrs. Stockmann

· Dutiful

· Concerned for father

· “…take some apples. You should always have some fruit in your room”

· Submissive

· Always “Tom always says”, never voices her own opinion

· Often gets cut in conversations “…every day he-”

· However, extremely fierce and protective when it comes to her family

· “I don’t know, but I don’t like it” Doesn’t like Billing encouraging Morten to be a heathen. When warnings ignored by Billing, took a very firm stand against it, and sent the boys away
· Peacemaker

· “You musn’t mind him, Peter, he’s getting terribly old”

· “Can’t you and Thomas share the honor like good brothers?”

· Good judgment of people

· Knows of tense relationships between people

· Embarrassed when Peter sees Billing

· Knows Peter doesn’t like Billing

· Foresight

· Doubtful about Peter’s reaction

· Peter Stockmann (mayor of town)
· “one of those men who make it their life work to stand in the centre of the ship to keep it from overturning” (useless!) (no idea what this means)

· Life centered around his position

· Values his authority and position
· Was offended when Hovstad said Dr. Stockmann created Kirsten Springs. “You don’t say!” Wants to make sure people recognize his part

· Hence his formality, keeping up on appearances

·  “all he knows is official business and duties”

· “real estate going up, money changing hands every hour, business humming” all political terms to show general growth of society, but it is Hovstad who raises the point of unemployment, which is a direct benefit to people

· Aloof

· “Sits with his coat on” even when he is with family. Always maintains a degree of formality. Never really close with anyone

· Frugal, austere

· “I stick to my tea and toast. Much healthier and more economical”

· Relationships

· With brother

· Disdains brother
· Implies that brother is a spendthrift. Feels he is being frivolous

· “drinking parties”

· “Roast beef twice a day is no joke”

· “why, some hitch in it?” immediately suspects the worst of his brother

· Irked by brother as he refuses to acknowledge his authority (of great importance to Peter)

· Feels brother is stealing his credit

· “You don’t say! I’ve been hearing that lately, but I did think I had a certain modest part-”

· Hence always puts down the role his brother plays

· “well, he ought to be, he gets his salary from the springs, my dear”

· Jokes about

· “Hey, Catherine!” (use of exclamation marks. Indicates a kind of restlessness and playfulness on his part)

· Due to his past stay in harsh conditions, now wishes to appreciate life

· Spendthrift

· “Catherine says I’m earning almost as much as we spend”

· “an ingrained tendency to go your own way”

· Refuses to tell Peter about his doubts, despite Peter being chairman of the board of the springs

· Doesn’t consider others
· Says what he thinks, doesn’t consider the feelings of others
· “Old idiots like you and me” 

· “baboons running this town”

· “Tell our darling Randine to wipe her nose and run over to the Mayor right now”

· “Oh, how the mighty have fallen!”

· Forgets maid’s name “what’s her name again?”

· Unable to execute ideas

· “Put the thing right, of course”, but no definite plan of action. This it’ll sort out by itself. Doesn’t anticipate any problems

· “My good brother is never at a loss for ideas. All sorts of ideas. But when it comes to putting them into action you need another kind of man…” Indicates rightly that brother unable to put thins in action

· Clueless, no foresight
· Doesn’t anticipate any problems

· Thinks Peter will be “damn glad”, and even anticipates a raise in salary

· Not a good father

· “I have a sneaking suspicion that Ejlif is snitching a cigar now and them, but I don’t pay any attention”

· Relationships

· With brother

· Distant, shakes hands with brother, formal gesture

· With daughter

· Extremely close. Petra kisses him.

· Horster

· “courageous, quiet man”

· Petra

· “breathless”

· Idealist

· “forthright, determined, and knows the meaning of work, which to her is the creation of good on the earth”

· Works to bring good

· Foresight

· Doubtful about Peter’s reaction

· Relationships
· With Father

· Close, kisses him

· Supports, and looks up to father

· “Well, Father, at last you can prove they should have listened to you!”

· Craft
· Sense of impending doom

· Foreshadowing (see above)

· Conflict between two bothers

· Irony

· General celebration over the discovery, despite the tragedy that comes afterwards

· Dr. Stockmann even thinks he will get a raise in salary

· Dr. Stockmann as Tragic Hero

· In a high position

· Doctor of town

· Flawed

· “a man with an automatic brain”, just says his ideas without giving thought to the consequences, “like a sleepwalker”,  without any conscious thought, he just does it

· Hot-tempered

· Was about to hit brother

· Kiil

· Crafty

· “rat’s finely tuned brain”

· Hovstad

· Radical

· “I swore I’d blow that smug cabal of old, stubborn, self-satisfied fogies to bits”

· Manipulative

· “I know you’d never let that kind of thing obstruct the truth” Knows that Dr. strongly believes in the truth, and by putting it this way, the Dr. cannot refuse on principle
· Aslaksen

· Talkative (annoying guy)

· Dr. tries to stop Aslaksen’s talk

· Image conscious
· “I always try to be a moderate and careful man”

· “I am known to be a law-abiding and solid citizen”

· Relationship with Dr.

· Formal, purely business relationship

· Use formal language

· Peter

· Self-centred

· Cares for his reputation “maybe I do care a little about my reputation”

· Only helped Dr. because he wanted to keep his image intact

· Petra

· Idealist

· Exclaims “how can you say such a thing?” when mother says “without power, what good is the truth?”

· Believes that the truth is all you need

· Mrs. Stockmann

· Pragmatic

· “without power, what good is the truth?” knows that Dr. cannot possibly win against Peter because he lacks power

· “If they won’t do it, they won’t. All you’ll get out of it is a notice that you’re fired” knows no good will come out of it
· Family-centred

· Concerned about what will happen to the family if Dr. gets fired

· Craft

· Building of tension

· Foreshadowing

· Kiil is fighting with laughter when he said “lucky for the town!” Shows that he thinks contrary.

· Exchange of short sentences

· Criticism of Dr

· “running completely hog wild”, considers him a burden

· Ordering of Dr

· Convictions of Dr. Absolute stand, refuse to budge or compromise
· Threat to dismiss doctor further fuels anger

· Classical Tragedy

· Inevitability

· Mayor would have to prevent it to prevent ruin of town

· Dr would have to tell it for the welfare of visitors

· Trapped between a rock and a hard place

· Tragic Hero

· Altruism

· Doing this not because he wishes to overturn authority, as shown when he says that he feels that they “owe them a deep debt of gratitude for building the springs”

· Merely to prevent people being poisoned

· Even when his job is threatened ( adds to heroism

· Betrayal of Hovstad and revelation of his character

· (see below)

· When realized they have things at stake, betrayed Dr.

· Billing’s application and career as a politician

· Readership of newspaper

· Taxes and affected business

· Change of Catherine

· Supports husband when she sees that Hovstad and Aslaksen betrays her husband

· Characters

· Hovstad

· Uses people

· Uses Dr Stockmann to overthrow authority

· Not in risk himself

· Aslaksen “pays the printing bill”

· Coward, pushes blame, never willing to take the risk himself

· “It was Billing’s idea”

· “A signed article is the author’s responsibility”
· Denies responsibility of Dr’s article

· Unwilling to get into trouble himself, hence uses people

· Uses Dr. Stockmann to achieve his own ends. He himself is never really at risk

· Doubts on his radicalism

· “certain edge of servility” when addressing Mayor

· Shown later that he will stick to his beliefs and being a radical as long as it is safe

· Billing

· Radical

· “how incompetent those fat fellows are, on top”

· “rumble of revolution”

· Aslaksen

· “moderation”

· Also a coward, also pushes the blame

· “I’m the publisher, not the editor, Your Honour. My policy is freedom for the editor.”

· Dr.

· Clueless

· Thinks that Aslaksen will even organize a dinner in his honour

· Fails to see that he is unwelcome

· “He is my friend! Any man who shares my risk is my friend!” Hovstad has never shared any risk. Only one to do so is Horster

· Naïve

· Thinks that “I have the people because I have the truth”

· Peter

· Knows how to persuade people

· Pleases them. “I always imagined this place would look dirty. But it’s clean” conceding to them, praising them

· “Two years without income for your small businessmen, Mr. Aslaksen, and a heavy new tax besides” Addresses what Aslaksen is concerned about

· “Unless, of course, liberal sand radical newspaper readers enjoy high taxes” Addresses readership, which = profit for Hovstad

· Compromises with their morals

· Provides an alternative solution

· Doesn’t really wish to hurt brother

· “looks regretfully to the exit” when Dr. Leaves. Was hoping that without the support of the press, his brother will give up

· Some sense of shame

· “He came in by the back door. He doesn’t want to be seen” Also hides when Dr. Comes. Understand s that what he is doing is underhanded

· Careful

· Refers to report as “memorandum” refuses to acknowledge authenticity of report

· Petra

· clear sense of right and wrong

· “Jump to such extremes” “like my father”

· Good judge of people

· Recognizes that Hovstad is “trying to put something over” and merely using her father

· Kiil

· “All year he wears the diamond inside, bout on New Year’s Eve he turns it around”

· Sly, hides the fact that he has a fortune

· Catherine

· Good judge of character

· “He treated you like a son, now you make a fool of him?” knows that Hovstad is BAD

· “This man is not your friend!”

· Protective of family

· Usually submissive. However, when her family is threatened, she is fierce. “I want you home!”

· Still dutiful

· Described to be “restraining an outburst at her husband” despite him being so clueless

· Craft

· Themes

· Truth VS Self-interest

· “Give a man a little property and the truth can go to hell!”

· publishes untrue stuff because “people like to read that kind of thing”

· Press being truthful?

· Press here shown to show what readers want

· “but this is a newspaper, people like to read that kind of stuff”
Act two scene 2

· Purpose in Plot

· Turning point

· Pivot moment

· Townspeople’s time to decide on truth or self-interest

· Showdown of Peter VS Tom conflict
· Characters

· Horster

· Stands up for his beliefs

· “Well, I don’t like it” referring to people not being allowed to say unpopular things. Hence lends his house even though he “don’t understand a thing about it”

· Foresight

· Anticipates trouble

· “I don’t want any roughhouse, you hear me?”

· Gentlemanly

· Tries to assuage Petra “Who knows? People are bashful”

· Welcomes citizens

· Reserved chairs just for the women

· Loyal

· Sticks with Dr. Stockmann despite the public turning against him

· Despite threat to his own safety

· Against the motion for Dr. To be EOTP

· Petra

· Insightful

· “are all those people on his side?” can already see that the people are against her father

· Clear-headed

· Has to instruct father. Dr “turns to Petra for further instruction”

· “Point of order, Father!”

· Catherine

· Good judgment

· “Why, everybody on the street there is against him already!”

· “I think you’re a liar”

· Concerned with safety of family

· “I’d like to go home now. Come on, Tom” tries to prevent Tom from provoking the mob. Concerned for safety of family

· “Let’s go out the back door”

· Peter

· Knows how to persuade people

· Crowd comes behind him. Already has the support of the people

· Caters to crowd’s self-interest

· “I predict that that within five years the income of every man in this room will be immensely greater”

· Doctor

· Clueless

· “Glad you’re here, Peter!” Doesn’t suspect anything

· Doctor “taken aback” by crowd’s reactions

· Easily flustered

· Dr. gives further bad impressions

· Outbursts of temper

· Peter caters to crowd’s self-interest

· Raises points of income, luxury, better schools

· Majority (townspeople) in book shown to be more concerned with self-interest than being right

· “Oh, I’ll get another ship” makes light of his problem

· Crafty

· Knows that Dr. does not wish to put his family at stake as well

· Hence includes his family’s future in stakes

· At the same time, makes it profitable for Dr. to deny

· Unscrupulous

· Doesn’t hesitate to sacrifice Dr’s reputation to clean his own

· Curtains billow at the end

· Ominous. Sign of a storm brewing

· Juxtaposition of start and end

· House was warm and beautiful. Now, it is literally cold, and being destroyed

· Hovstad’s treatment of Dr.
· “Slowly, to drive into Dr. Stockmann’s head” as though he was stupid

· Lack of income

· Dr. Fired

· Petra fired

· No “respect of one’s neighbours”

· Tragic Hero

· No catharsis

· Downfall

· Loss of job

· Eviction from house

· Poverty

· Catherine’s money gone

· No income

· Attacked by townspeople

· Safety threatened

· Might be going to prison

· Nobility

· Tempted by Peter, then Kiil, then Hovstad & Aslaksen, but still stands by his belief

· Adds to his nobility

· Morten’s fight

· Convinces Dr. to refuse offers

· Son got beaten up for him, trying to protect his honour

· “My father is no traitor!” - Morten

· “Don’t you say that to him!” - Ejlif

· Hence, he can’t just give up his honour when his son is willing to get beaten up for it
