Headteacher's Report to The Governors

Autumn Term 2007, for the meeting 26.09.2007

Staff

Mr Corbett has taken up his post as Junior Teacher with TLR2 for Maths. Mrs Bailey has joined the Infant Team as Teacher Year 1/Year 2. Mrs Baker has announced that she is expecting a baby in December so she will be taking maternity leave from October 22nd. I propose to provide cover for Mrs Baker by increasing Miss Gould’s hours and utilising an existing supply teacher as a Classroom Assistant. (More details at the meeting – Governor approval required). Miss Taylor got married in the holidays and has returned as Mrs. Leighton.  

We are getting used to working without an Assistant Headteacher. Miss Ling and I have reviewed our roles and have a management meeting planned when we will be committing our new roles to paper in the form of revised job descriptions.

Unfortunately, Miss Smith has still not returned to work due to a recurrence of a back problem which is causing severe pain. Mrs Gray has taken the class for the first three weeks of term and has now been replaced by Mr Williams who we have used for supply cover previously. 

Mrs Hartley was taken ill on 12th September and has not yet returned to work.

Pupil number projections confirm a downward trend and it remains our plan to reduce our staffing establishment from 11 to 10 for the academic year 2008-9. This will be achieved by adhering to the timescale of Mrs bailey’s contract and accommodating Mrs Hammond within the PPA structure on her return from maternity leave.

Curriculum Development

Plans for our cross-curricular, themed week are well advanced. A timetable of events is on the staffroom wall. This promises to be an interesting week when we will be setting aside the confines of the National Curriculum. 

Miss Ling and I have just completed our annual curriculum review timetable with Subject Leaders. I would like to commend the staff for their dedication to this important, but often overlooked, aspect of their role.

We are currently (w.b. 24.09.2007) conducting norm referenced tests. We use these to assist in the target setting and performance analysis processes. NFER have recently introduced norm referenced tests for children in Year1 and Year 2. We will be using these as, in the past, it has been difficult to assess how well Infant children have performed relative to their national counterparts.

Building/Environment

The roof is finished. It is pouring with rain (24/09 0915). There are no puddles in the hall or anywhere else in school. Hurrah! 

There is still some guttering to erect. I have every confidence that this will be completed in the next two weeks. We will need to inspect ceiling tiles as some of these have been damaged during the reproofing.

Progress on the new building seems to be slow but steady. The design has been completed by ‘Atkins Co.’ and I understand the plans are somewhere in the planning approval process.

We are due to receive £5335 as a consequence of the successful travel plan bid. We need to consider whether we can proceed with the plans to install a gate and pathway onto the footpath on Arbor Grove. I suggest that this matter be referred to the Finance Committee.
I am often asked whether children an come to school on bicycles. I am happy to allow this and some children already do so. However I feel we should have a policy which stipulates some expectations to secure the safety of the children. I suggest that this matter be referred to the Environment Committee.

Parent-Governors

I need to hold an election to replace Mark Adey who resigned his post as Parent-Governor recently. I hope to have a new person in post by the date of our next meeting in the second half of the autumn term.

SATs

The SATs results reported verbally to governors last summer have not yet been confirmed by QCA. We discussed the results at our summer meeting. I attach some details below and will discuss the results further at our next meeting when we will also have to set targets for the current Year 5 group.
