Present the Successful Club 
Series Module "How to Be a Distinguished Club". Share the Club Success Plan 
with your entire membership. Display the Distinguished Club Program 
Progress Chart (sent to all Club Presidents) or create your own tracking 
system!  

• AT EACH CLUB MEETING, discus with the entire membership the progress 
in the Distinguished Club Program. Recognize successes and motivate 
members to help achieve the goals.  
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CONSTANTLY FOLLOW-UP with members to help t
goals⎯which in turn, helps the club meet its goals.  

REMEMBER TO FOCUS ON MEMBERSHIP⎯in addition to the 10 
Distinguished Club Program goals, your club 
members or a net growth of five members.  

PROMOTE THE MEMBER ACHIEVEMENT PROGRAM⎯a Toastmasters 
program that helps your club recognize those active, involved members and 
encourages others to become active also.
