· Easy to use
· Calculates Results for them
· Easy to create graphs

· To be printable on as little pages as possible

· It should be able to check if a winner of a race has beaten a past record.

The reason I am going to use a computer for this task is because I will be able to do all of them, it will also be very accreate and hard to mess up, it will be a lot easier to find information such as previous record holders etc.

The disadvantages of me using a computer for this project is that it requires electricity to  run on, and since the event is held outside in a field it may be difficult to work out unless they have access to a laptop, there are also security concerns since every computer in the school is on a network and would be very easy to ‘hack’

Spread Sheet Data
The data that I am going to be inputting in to my spread sheet will be both numbers and letters, there should not be much else other than that.


The data I am collecting will come straight from sports day race by race, so as some one wins they will be entered onto the spreadsheet, the data for past records will come from the PE staffs record back where they store all there information about records (Name, race, time, etc)


My data will be manipulated by using excels built in functions I will be using the following functions in my spreadsheet

· IF functions

· MATCH functions

· VLOOKUP functions

I am going to be using these functions because I think they best suit my spreadsheet, they will make it so the pe staff have to do minimum work with maximum output.


I will back my spreadsheet data and the spreadsheet on to a flash cart, I will do this regulary to avoid losing work, the backing up will take around 30 seconds.

I will be using excel for this work because it can do calculations with ease and efficanty and unlike word, publisher and access it can add graphs into your work seemlesly. I am using excel and because of this the file format will be .XLS I am using this format because it can be edited by excel and a freeware piece of softwear called ‘open office’ so that if some of the staff do not have excel they can turn to that instead of the expensive Microsoft softwear.
