Theatre Vocabulary List #6

1.  Fade - A diminishment or change in lighting or sound level.
2.  Farce ––A form of comedy play originated in France, using fast-paced physical action and visual comedy more than humor based on language.
3.  Flat – A lightweight timber frame covered with scenic canvas
4. Floodlight – A lensless lantern that produces a broad non-variable spread of light used to light large areas of the stage.

5.  Flyman – A term for the operator of the theatre's rope and pulley method for bringing in or dropping scenery.

6.  Follow Spot – A powerful lantern fitted with its own dimmer, color magazine and shutters, used by an operator so that the light beam can be moved around the stage to follow an actor.

7.  Foot –  A brace on the bottom edge of a flat

8. Footlights –  Lights recessed into the front edge of the stage, used to neutralize shadows cast by overhead lighting.
9. Foyer – The front house area of the theatre into which the audience enters the theatre. The foyer normally contains the box office, concession and merchandising stands.


10.  Fresnel – A light developed by French inventor, Augustin-Jean Fresnel.  The size of the beam can be adjusted by moving the lamp and reflector closer to or farther from the lens. 

11.   FX – Abbreviation for “effect,” usually referring to sound effects.
