Theatre Vocabulary List #7

GOBO - A thin metal plate etched to produce a design which can then be projected by a profile spotlight. 


Greasepaint - Name refers to make up supplied in stick form, for application to the face or body. Needs special removing cream.


Green Room - Room close to the stage for the actors to meet and relax 

Grid - The support structure on which the pulleys of the flying system are supported and lights are hung. 

Grip - Member of stage crew, usually dressed in black, responsible for moving items of scenery during the show. 

House Lights - The auditorium lighting which is commonly faded out when the performance starts.


Improvisation - A spontaneous style of theatre using unrehearsed and unscripted acting scenes.


In unison - At the same time.

Intonation - The way in which words are emphasized during a speech.


Jack - Segmented audio connector.
