Abbey Theatre:   A very famous theatre in Dublin, Ireland, that was home to the Irish Nationalist movement in the early 1900s.   The Irish Nationalist movement embraced naturalism, ensemble acting, and plays about Irish life. 

Act:  A major division in the action of a play. The ends of acts are typically indicated by lowering the curtain or turning up the houselights. 

 Actor's Studio:  A very famous acting school in New York that was very influential in 1950s-60s American drama.  Many notable American actors of the 1950s-1960s were graduates, including Marlon Brando and James Dean.

 Ad- Lib:   To improvise something – dialog, stage business – not given specifically in the script. Ad-libbing is often unrehearsed and done in response to an emergency, such as actors forgetting their lines, or props, and scenery breaking. 

Adaptation:  Changing or cutting a literary piece.
 Apron:  The area of the stage in front of the curtain line. 
Arena stage: An arena stage is also referred to as theater in the round because the audience on all sides surrounds the stage 

Articulation:  The clear and concise pronunciation of words and sounds. 

Audition:  The opportunity to read for a part in a play. 
Auditorium:  The part of the theatre building that holds the audience.  Also called the house.
