	Celebrating the first Greek settler’s arrival to South Australia [1842-2008]
Past: George Tramountanas [North] from Limnos Greece, was the first Greek settler to SA. He arrived in Pt. Adelaide in 1842 as a 20 year old seaman. George, who changed his name to North, later married Lydia Vosper and they successfully settled at Colton near Elliston. He became a recognised West Coast pastoralist. 

	Present: After 166 years, following a family reunion in January 2007, a family Steering Committee was formed to consider future activities. One recommendation was to form an association and to seek incorporation. 

       Early in June 2008 the Tramountanas-North Family Steering Committee provided family members with a draft Constitution and Rules and proposed the Tramountanas-North Association be formed. 
       North family member Andrew Bartlett [former Senator and Australian Democrats Leader from Queensland] was in Adelaide last Saturday [19th]. A hastily convened get together was arranged for family members to make their acquaintances at the Greek Orthodox Community of SA [GOCSA]. The family members discussed the proposal with Andrew who was supportive of their view - that it was appropriate for the Tramountanas-North Family to proceed to establish and incorporate an association, which would then assist to provide direction for future family activities.
