KEESHOND RESCUE & RAILROAD 

ADOPTION CONTRACT

This document is one of a series of forms used by the Keeshond Rescue and Railroad. For other forms, see our Forms Index; for more information on adopting a Keeshond, go to the Keeshonden Available page. 

This contract can be directly printed. When the language is finalized the Contract will also be available in text, Word and PDF formats.

This CONTRACT is made and entered into this _,

between Keeshond Rescue & Railroad (hereafter referred to as "Rescue Service") and 

_ _, (hereafter referred to as the "Adopter"). 

The Rescue Service, in order to protect the breed of Keeshonden, accepts for placement from individuals, animal shelters, humane societies, and other persons and entities, Keeshonden which are unwanted, abandoned, neglected, lost, or mistreated. 

The Rescue Service places such dogs in suitable homes in consideration for the payment of a donation of $150. 

To deliver to the Adopter the Adoptee upon payment in full of the $150 donation detailed in Paragraph 7 below, the execution of this agreement, and a security interest in the Adoptee retained by the Rescue Service. 

It is agreed as follows: 

1. The Rescue Service agrees to place for adoption the following Adoptee

(hereafter referred to as "Adoptee") with the Adopter:

2. The parties agree that the Keeshond specified in Paragraph 1 is a unique form of property, in that it is a live animal in need of daily care by the Adopter. 

3. The Rescue Service agrees and warrants (strike out and initial those that do not apply):

The Keeshond has been tested for heartworm and the results of the test are negative. 

4. The parties agree that the Keeshond Rescue and Railroad shall retain a security interest in the Adoptee, pursuant to (State of Adoption) law to ensure the performance of all obligations of the Adopter under this contract. 

5. The parties agree that breach of this contract by the Adopter shall result in the immediate reversion of ownership of the Adoptee to the Keeshond Rescue and Railroad, by the application of applicable State law and the attachment of the security interest reserved to the Rescue Service in the Adoptee. 

6. The parties agree that should any provision of this agreement be void under Texas law, that said void paragraph may be stricken and the remaining provisions remain in effect and are binding. 

7. The Adopter agrees to donate the sum of $150 to___________________ _____________________________________,  a recognized Keeshond non-profit rescue organization,  to partially defer the costs to the Rescue Service. This donation is NOT refundable, except as specified in Paragraph 11. 

8. The parties agree that if the Keeshond has not yet been altered and it is mutually agreed between the Rescue Service and the Adopter that the dog may be adopted prior to altering, the Adopter agree(s) to have the dog altered by a veterinarian of their choice or a spay/neuter clinic at his/her own expense within 14 days after adopting this dog. THE Adopter FURTHER AGREE(S) TO PROVIDE THE RESCUE SERVICE WITH A WRITTEN PROOF OF ALTERING THIS DOG WITHIN SEVEN DAYS AFTER THE OPERATION. If the altering can not be accomplished with 14 days, written reasons for the delay must be provided immediately, along with the scheduled date for the altering. An exception is made for puppies under the age of SIX months of age. Puppies must be altered with 14 days of their turning SIX, and written proofs as described above are required. 

9. The parties agree that under no circumstances is the Keeshond to be bred. If a breeding should occur with this Keeshond, regardless of the reason, this contract is breached and the Adoptee must be returned to the Rescue Service immediately, with all costs of the return the responsibility of the Adopter. 

10. The parties agree that in the case of a dog which has not been voluntarily released to the Rescue Service by its owner and/or which has not been obtained from a government operated or sanctioned entity which is empowered by law to transfer or otherwise dispose of such dog free and clear of any claim of ownership, that the Rescue Service cannot guarantee that it has absolute, free and clear title to such a dog and that no claim of ownership will ever be made against such dog. 

11. The parties agree that in the event that a claim of ownership as discussed in Paragraph 10, above, is made against Adoptee, and the Adopter returns such dog voluntarily or pursuant to an Order of Court, the fee specified in Paragraph 7 above, shall be refunded. In no event shall the Rescue Service be liable for any costs incurred of any nature beyond this fee. 

12. The parties agree that Adoptee shall never be sold or given to any person, except as specified in Paragraph 11, above, without prior consent of the Rescue Service. 

13. The Adopter agrees to keep a collar with the Adoptee's current rabies numbers, and ID tag with Adopter name, phone, name of dog, on at all times. If the local government requires dogs to be licensed, a current license tag is also required. 

14. The parties agree that the Rescue Service places the Keeshond with no warranty as to the physical condition or temperament of the dog, and that the Adopter takes the dog as is with all defects either observable or unobservable and assumes full risk for such dog from the date of signing of this Contract. 

15. The Adopter agrees to care for the Keeshond in a humane manner, including but not limited to, providing adequate food, water, shelter, exercise, grooming, and veterinary care for the duration of the Adoptee's life. Furthermore, all local dog ordinances will be complied with at all times, including "pooper-scooper" ordinances. 

16. The Adopter agrees to provide an adequate fenced exercise area or provide a safe overhead-track exercise tie-out system. Under no circumstances is the Adoptee to be tied to anything at ground level. If the provision of a fenced area or overhead track exercise is not possible, then it is agreed that the Adoptee will be exercised by vigorous walking or running, on a leash, with the Adopter, for at least three periods of at least 20 minutes duration each per week. 

17. The Adopter agrees that the Adoptee must be protected by being on a leash at all times when outside a fenced enclosure, and that at no time will the Keeshond be transported in the open bed of a pickup truck, or left unattended in a closed vehicle. Under no circumstances is the Adoptee ever to be transported in a manner that would be considered unsafe for humans or animals. 

18.The parties agree that the Keeshond is placed as a pet, with no warranty as to the quality of the dog, and with no right to register the dog with the American Kennel Club except for limited registration for competitive obedience purposes only. 

19 The Adopter agrees to notify the Rescue Service immediately in the event the Adoptee is lost or stolen, and at the time of the Adoptee's death. 

20. The Adopter agrees to notify Rescue Services of any change in telephone number and/or address within TEN days of this change. 

21. The parties agree that should the Adopter breach any of the agreements contained in this Contract, the Rescue Service has the right to rescind this Contract and demand return of the Adoptee. Should the Adopter fail to return the Adoptee, the Rescue Service may seek an Order from the court of competent jurisdiction for the return of the Adoptee, and legal costs incurred during that action. 

22. The parties agree that the Adopter may request that the Rescue Service take the Keeshond back at any time and for any reason. The reason for the return must be specified in writing prior to the return. 

23. The Rescue Service has no knowledge of the temperament and behavior of the dog being placed, except as follows:

24. The parties agree that the Adopter assumes all responsibility for the dog's actions after the Adoptee is placed with the Adopter. The Adopter agrees to hold the Rescue Service harmless for any actions of the Adoptee after it is placed with the Adopter. 

25. The parties agree that the Adopter agree to allow, upon reasonable advance notice, regular follow up evaluations, both by telephone and in the form of in-person vists. 

26. The parties agree that in the event of documented abuse or mistreatment of the Adoptee, the Rescue Service will immediately take the Adoptee back. This is in addition to any other sanctions or prosecutions by local government authorities. 

27. The parties agree that this Contract is governed by the laws of the State of  Texas, even if the Adoptee is subsequently removed from that state. 

28. The parties agree that this contract is their complete agreement, and they agree to be bound by it. There are no other agreements between the parties.
