Word Lesson #2

We are going to write some free verse poems.  To start with, I would like all of you to write a poem about your day so far.  This poem does not have to rhyme and it can be as short or as long as you want.

Once you are finished typing your poem, you can add graphics and a title.  Be sure to add your name as well.

Here is an example about a Dog named Pinkie

When Pinkie was born,
she had big ears.
She was soft,
and she had pink paws.
Now that she is older,
her ears are still big,
and her body is small.
But she fits our family,
ears and all.

When your free verse poem is finished, you can work on an abecedarian poem.  An abecedarian poem is a poem made up of 26 words.  The poem starts out with a word that starts with the letter “a” and the next word starts with “b” and so on until the last word in your poem begins with the letter “z.” 

Here are two examples of Abecedarian poems:

Alexandra's brother comes down each February, 
Goes home in July. 
Kaitlyn's leaving Mom's next October. 
Paulina quitted, ran south to Uruguay, 
Vacationing with Xandra's Yugoslavian zoo-keeper! 

Attention, Batman, Caped Detective: 
Evil fiend, Gotham's hideous, insidious Joker's 
Kidnapping Lutheran ministers, 
Nefariously oppressing Protestants. 
Quickly respond! Stop this unrepentant Villain. 

Wantonly, xenomorphicly yours, 
Zebragirl 

**Notice how each new word begins with the next letter in the alphabet.**  Have fun and remember, your poem doesn’t have to make sense.
