Word Lesson #6 

In word you are going to create a bingo table.

Steps needed:

1. Start/programs/Microsoft Word

2. Click on table/insert table

3. Your table should be 5 columns by 6 rows.
4. Type the letters of BINGO onto your table (as shown below).
5. Each letter will represent something different.
6. B=chocolate bars( Crispy Crunch, Crunchie, Mr. Big, Oh Henry, Smarties
7. I=Months( January, February, March, April, May
8. N=T.V. Shows( Ned’s Newt, Sponge Bob, NeoPets, Pokemon, Recess 
9. G=sports( Football, soccer, hockey, skating, swimming
10. O=fruit( oranges, apples, bananas, kiwi, watermelon
Now, you must put each type any order you want. Keep in mind, anything 

under the letter B has to be Chocolate bars only.

If I call something that appears on your BINGO card, click on the highlight button and highlight the answer you got correct.   For example, if Rolo was called, I can highlight it so that I know I “had it” on my board.  (See above.)

4. To turn off highlighting, click Highlight again, or press ESC.
