HTML LESSON 1
If you are here for the full summer program you will be able to learn many features of creating your own Website.  This basic program is set up in 6 lessons, one per week.  Before beginning, you must make a rough plan of what you want to design.  The requirements are that you create a minimum of two pages that will be able to link together.  You must decide what the main focus of these two pages will be.  Some suggestions are a family page, a friend page, or a skateboarding page.
Introduction to File Management

It is very important when creating a Web Page to keep your files managed well.  This is very important when creating links to pictures, animated images, or to other pages that you have created.  When designing your Web Page, you will have to know where your files are stored in order to make them appear on your site.

· Create a Folder on your disk called ‘mysite’. [You create a folder by opening my computer and right-clicking in the space, select new, then folder from the menu, and rename it]  In that folder, create a sub-folder (a folder within a folder), called ‘grafix’.  Be sure to use all lowercase letters.

Setting up the basic format for your Web Page

WebPages are created using HTML, Hypertext Markup Language.  This is just a type of language that the computer is able to read.  Important keys are the < and >.  These are called “tags” in HTML and are used to surround instructions that you are giving to the computer.

All tags should have both opening and closing tags.  For example: <body> -opening tag and </body> - closing tag.

Each HTML document will have 4 BASIC tags. <html><head><title><body>

<html></html> are the tags that contain your whole WebPage

<head></head> are often used to put keywords in place for search engines. (Not too important for our course)

<title></title> any information in this tag will appear in the blue title bar at the top of the screen.

<body></body> this contains your Web document to be seen

To begin:

· Select the Start menu, and go to Accessories, and select NotePad.

· In Note Pad, enter the following information 9or you can copy and paste it):

<head><title>”Your Name” ‘s Web Page</title></head>

<body>Under Construction</body>

</html>


**NOTE: type all of your HTML in lower case letters, as it is case sensitive.

Saving your Web Page and Viewing it in a Browser

To Save:

· After typing the above, Select File and Save.  

Location: 31/2 Floppy {A:}  (in the mysite folder)- be sure that your    

disk is in!!

File Name: mysite.html
Save As Type: All Files (*.*)


*You must save as an .html or .htm file or it will not open on a browser.

To View:

· Open a browser, either Internet explorer, or Netscape Communicator.

· IE: File, Open, Browse, and find your document on the A: in the mysite folder

· NC: File, Open Page, Choose File… and find your document on the A: in the mysite folder

· Then select open.  You should see your name in the title bar (the blue bar at the very top of the window), and the words Under Construction on the Web Page.

Typing text, and paragraph spacing

Normally when you type a document, you hit the enter key to start a new paragraph or leave some space.  HTML does not recognize that form of spacing.  You must use code to make spacing on your Web Page.  <p></p> are the paragraph tags.  Use these to create spacing.

In your body tags in NotePad, type a paragraph relating to what your WebPage is about.  To start the paragraph use <p> tag; and at the end, use </p>tag.  When you start a new paragraph use the <p> tag again.

*** NOTE: Whenever you make a change in NotePad, you should view it to make sure that it is doing what you want.  To view it, select File, Save and then on the open Browser select Refresh or Reload to see the changes.
